TANZANIA’S real GDP growth is projected 
at 6 percent in 2025 from 5.7 percent in 2024, 
Finance Minister Dr Mwigulu Nchemba has as-
serted.

Launching the Tanzania Economic Perfor-
mance Review Report for 2024 prepared by 
the African Development Bank (AfDB), he 
cited observations in the report that inflation 
is projected to decline to 3.3 percent this year, 
inching up to 3.4 percent next year.

The key drivers of price stability are mainly 
stable food and energy prices, he said, high-
lighting the report’s theme as focused on driv-
ing Tanzania’s transformation, within efforts to 
reform the global financial architecture.

He said growth was being driven by agricul-
ture, manufacturing and tourism, supported 
by public investments and reforms to improve

PRIME Minister Kassim Majaliwa has 
called on exhibitors and participants in 
the 31st Tanzania Agricultural Internation-
al Expo to explore various skills and tech-
nologies to uplift agro-sector productivity.

Launching the annual agro-sector pro-
duce and services showcasing event this 

year themed on embracing visionary lead-
ership for agricultural transformation, 
he underscored the need to elect leaders 
likely to be fully committed to transform-
ing agriculture responsibly.

Asserting that the government has so far 
succeeded in easing access to vast markets 
for crops and meat outside the country, he 
appealed to agro-sector practitioners and 
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industry ripe to grow and ben-efit this asset class.
Light industrial property de-velopments are key to seeing more industries develop in East Africa and present the ideal op-portunity for foreign investors looking for new markets. 

Kenya, for example, is target-ing investors to establish manu-facturing plants in its special economic zones, specifically in electronics, textiles, pharma-ceutical, and medical devices, as well as the lift and escalator sec-tors, leading to an increase in de-mand dynamics which will ben-efit rental escalations over the medium term given the emerg-ing nature of the asset class.
Tanzania also has Special Economic Zones and Exports Processing Zones, targeting to attract investors in light indus-tries for export markets, both regional and global.

Data Centres 
Somewhere between US$5-6bn will be invested in carrier neutral data centres in Africa, including EA, over the next 3-5 years, with firm commitments from companies such as Vantage (US$1 billion), Africa Data Cen-tres (US$500m), WIOCC’s Open Access Data Centres (US$500m) 

and Colo West (US$259m).
The increase in demand for data centres is driven by sev-eral factors including the need for global connectivity, hybrid ways-of-work, a growing popu-lation, and regulatory pressures to onshore data storage, mov-ing away from dependencies for data storage in North America, Europe, and Asia.

Kenya, one of Africa’s primary data centre hubs, is considered the gateway to the East African region and hence a prime loca-tion for new developments with Africa Data Centres (ADC) an-nouncing three new projects to be developed. 
The first broke ground in Janu-ary last year, while plans have started for the development of a second, and land being secured for the third.

Healthcare sector
With economic growth and trade activities continuing to rise in East Africa, there is an in-creased focus on the provision of healthcare including hospi-tals, laboratories, pharmacies, and frail-care facilities.

This represents   opportuni-ties for developers in the East Af-rican region looking to diversify existing portfolios and consider 

ways to monetize longer-term debt as they optimise their bal-ance sheets.
Rapid urbanisation 
More opportunities to bring suitable affordable housing products to market will need to be unlocked as urban popula-tions continue to grow. 

Across East Africa, urban pop-ulation growth estimated at 4.5 percent to 5 percent urbanisa-tion is driving increased housing demand in a market where the affordable housing stock deficit is at 2 million dwellings.
Policymakers are responding to rising inflation by raising in-terest rates. 

An increase in the develop-ment of affordable housing stock is notable and is necessary to address pent up levels of de-mand given the apparent hous-ing stock deficit.

4. Virtual reality and weara-bles
Virtual reality technology is often used in conjunction with BIM to help better understand complex projects. Think of the potential: you create a building design with BIM and then are able to use VR to actually walk around it. Pretty cool, right? This will give your team, or the cli-ent, an even more realistic idea of what the project will look like once completed. Having a more complete grasp on the project before it begins gives you the op-portunity to avoid big changes and expensive change orders mid-way through.

Wearables are a construction technology that are not only 

making a positive impact on safety, but also productivity. AsphaltPro published a recent article on the topic, reporting that wearable technology in the construction industry can increase productivity by 8.5 percent and workplace satisfaction by 3.5 percent. The article also highlighted some notable products on the market, including XOEye Smart Glasses, Spot-r Wearable Sensor and Redpoint Position-ing Safety Vest Sensors.
5. 3D Printing
3D printing as a construction technol-ogy has the potential to change material sourcing. For prefabrication, materials for a project can be printed and then transported to the job site, ready for use immediately. This can allow you to get materials faster and streamline the pro-cess by removing extra steps in the mid-dle.

3D printing makes it possible to print materials right on site, reducing waste and further saving on transportation and storage costs. However, one of the current challenges with adoption of this technology is limitations with mass pro-duction. Although some 3D printers can produce on a larger scale, they are ex-pensive.
6. Artificial Intelligence
For years, artificial intelligence (AI) has provided benefits to construction pro-jects through increased safety, improving workflows, and getting jobs done faster and better. However, many construction companies continue to navigate and learn how to best apply this complex technology within their organization.Some larger firms have started to build out their own AI programs to help with internal decision-making processes and operations. While others are relying on third parties, such as AI advisors and so-lutions providers, to audit their current practices and identify opportunities for AI and/or machine learning implementa-tion.

tonnes of maize, Zambia needs 
650,000 tonnes and the World 
Food Programme (WFP) has asked 
for at least 100,000 tonnes, he said, 
highlighting that there are similarly 
substantial export markets for va-
nilla, pepper, cloves, pineapples, co-
coa, tobacco, potatoes and banana.

He pointed at China, Pakistan, the 
US, South Africa, and India as key 
markets, with the need to improve 
agro-sector performance occasion-
ing a rise in agriculture ministry 
budget funding to 1.2trn/-.

This is meant to facilitate the im-
plementation of numerous projects 
to uplift production capacity, he 
said, elaborating that the target is to 
enable farmers and livestock keep-
ers to modernise, thus uplifting pro-
duction and productivity.

crop value addition, investment 
flows and external trade, creating 
jobs particularly for the youth.

Reiterating circulate demand, he 
urged international financial insti-
tutions, including the AfDB to gener-
ate favourable conditions for access 
to concessional financing to enable 
African countries to sustainably im-
plement major development plans.

impacts of climate change.

The fiscal deficit, financed by do-
mestic and external borrowing, is 
expected to decline to 2.5 percent 
of GDP in 2023/24 and stabilize at 
that level in 2024/25, supported by 
improvements in revenue perfor-
mance, the report noted.

It said that the current account 
deficit, financed by external bor-
rowing, is projected at 4.0 percent 
of GDP in 2024 and 4.2 percent in 
2025, supported by higher mer-
chandise exports and tourism re-
ceipts.

The major downside risks to the

“Our country is governed by the 
rule of law, and I believe that, in 
addition to hearing and address-
ing it, when we meet next year, this 
should not be a recurring challenge. 
We should have found answers,” he 
told the gathering.

He cautioned on expectations by 
TLS leaders on the sort of feedback 
they present to the government on 
draft legal documents, noting that 
the government can take TLS’s feed-
back and leave out others.

“It does not mean it has been

pretending to be a lawyer or per-
forming legal duties without au-
thorisation.

“With the increased fine from 
2,000/- to 20m/-, we see significant 
changes,” he said, projecting that 
enforcing this law will sideline those 
lacking ethics who deceive and de-
fraud the public by pretending to be 
lawyers.

TLS has been educating the pub-
lic about demands for a new consti-

tution, emphasizing the need for a 
broad national discussion on how 
the country can advance constitu-
tional education as it seeks a new 
constitution.

The minister stated that the gov-
ernment has established a center to 
provide free legal aid to the public 
and has instructed local govern-
ment authorities to list institutions 
providing free legal assistance for 
proper recognition by the govern-
ment.

The construction of the segment 
from Dar es Salaam to Morogoro, 
spanning 300 kilometers, began in 
April 2017 by the late President John 
Magufuli.

When the current presidency was 
inaugurated in March 2021, con-
struction had attained 722 kilome-
ters while its reach at present is put 
at 1,522 kilometers, showing various 
levels of completion, she stated.

On June 14 the first train jour-
neyed from Dar es Salaam to Mo-
rogoro carrying 14 carriages and 
upwards of 700 passengers, with 
President Samia acknowledging 
yesterday that while immediate 
benefits might be slow to be no-
ticed, “The railway represents a 
significant community service and 
a step towards sustainable develop-
ment.” 

The project and other key pro-
jects are integral to advancing the 
country’s infrastructure and foster-
ing growth, she said, highlighting 
that ongoing construction extends 
the railway towards Kigoma, near 
borders with Burundi and the Dem-
ocratic Republic of Congo.

This will enhance international 
trade and national development, as 
the railway project, costing 10trn/- 
by rough estimates, is expected to 
boost tourism since tourists trave-
ling to Mikumi now prefer speed 
train to Morogoro rather than flying. 

Speed train is also strategic for 
rapid transportation of cargo to 

clients, including bulk oil, reducing 
reliance on road transport, where 
officials say the shift is expected to 
decrease road accidents while ques-
tions are being raised on SGR im-
pact on road transport as a whole. 

At the Kihonda train station in 
Morogoro, President Samia assured 
residents that road infrastructure 
challenges are being addressed, 
encouraging them to leverage the 
railway for enhanced economic ac-
tivities.

The public needs to utilise the 
modern train for boosting activities 
like agriculture as it will be easier to 
reach local and international mar-
kets, she said, assigning passenger 
bus operators to take up services in 
areas not covered by the railway.

Masanja Kadogosa, the Tanzania 
Railway Corporation (TRC) director 
general, reported that from June 25 
to July 28, SGR passenger trains had 
lifted 188,000 passengers, averaging 
about 7,000 per day. 

Dr Emmanuel Nchimbi, the CCM 
secretary general, praised exten-
sion of the railway from 722 to 1,522 
kilometers in the past three years as 
highlighting the focus and diligence 
of the ruling party. 

Adam Malima, the Morogoro re-
gional commissioner, noted that the 
region was a hub with five different 
train lines, citing the SGR, the cen-
tral railway line, the Tanzania-Zam-
bia Railway and their connections 
within the region. 

AbdulAziz Abood, the Morogoro 
Urban MP, said the railway will have 
a positive impact on the local econ-
omy and investment opportunities 
within Morogoro municipality.

Fisheries Officer made the appeal 
during the disbursement of 31.5m/- 
to MKUBA groups in the villages 
of Zingibari, Moa, and Mwaboza, 
which collectively include over 461 
members.

Katete emphasized the 

importance of using the funds to 
increase business capital and urged 
beneficiaries to avoid spending on 
non-essential luxuries.

“Make sure you use these 
funds wisely. We expect to see 
positive outcomes soon, avoid 
lavish spending such as weddings, 
drinking, or buying clothes and 
jewelry.

SUGARCANE farmers in 
Kilombero Valley, Morogoro Region 
have distanced themselves from the 
recent claims that they are operating 
at a loss.

Speaking to journalists here 
yesterday, chairman of the 
Sugarcane Farmers Association in 
the valley, Bakari Mkangamo, along 
with leaders from 17 Agricultural 
Marketing Cooperative Society 
(AMCOS) groups, stated that these 
claims are baseless and politically 
motivated.

“There has never been a drop in 
sugarcane prices. Since we started 
selling sugarcane this season, we’ve 
been selling it at 108,000 per tonne, 
contrary to this contrary to reports 
circulating in the media outlets,” 
Mkangamo said.

“Our contract includes a clause 
for meetings and discussions every 
three months, unlike the reports 
claiming that prices have dropped 
by 70 percent, which is not true,” he 
added.

The farmers said they have never 
experienced prolonged delays in 
their payments from the factory; any 
delays are typically one or two days 
and are due to new systems that 
have moved the payment date from 
the 15th to the 17th.

The farmers emphasized that they 
have not faced any negative impacts 
due to the government’s decision 
to withhold sugar import permits 
to curb the price increase of the 
commodity and provide relief to the 
public.

James Mayunga, the manager 
of the association, stated that 
sugarcane farmers are the primary 
beneficiaries of the sugar sector and 
that they are aware of no adverse 
effects, contrary to the misleading 
information.

“We, the farmers, are proud of 
the government’s good policies in 
collaboration with the Tanzania 
Sugar Board, which make us proud 
of our business. We believe this 
partnership will be beneficial for us,” 
said Mayunga.

Tabu Lwena, a sugarcane 
farmer in the Kilombero Valley, 

urged cooperative leaders not 
to ignore those trying to spread 
misinformation to damage the 
sugarcane sector.

“We, the farmers, constantly 
review how we are progressing for 
the benefit of our work. Now, those 
spreading false information online 
aim to disrupt our work, so we ask 
our cooperatives to address this 
issue,” Lwena said.

Iddy Luko noted that as the general 
election approaches, more people 
would attempt to spread untruths 
to push their agendas, and thus, the 
truth about the sugarcane sector is 
best found within the cooperatives.

“We know that some are pushing 
their election agendas, which is why 
they are targeting the sugarcane 
sector. However, as farmers, we 
appreciate the good cooperation 
and the government’s strategy to 
ensure we benefit,” Luko said.

The farmers decided to speak 
out publicly after a member of 
parliament claimed that sugarcane 
prices had dropped due to 
government changes in sugar import 
permits to address shortages.

According to the farmers, 
their cooperatives have a strong 
partnership with the Kilombero 
Sugar Factory, giving them high 
hopes for the sector’s reform, 
especially with the factory’s plans 
for significant expansion that will 
enable farmers to sell more of their 
sugarcane.

THE Hong Ting Forum, themed 
“China and Africa Join Hands 
Together to Modernization,” 
was held in the Kenyan capital 
of Nairobi Wednesday, drawing 
dozens of participants, including 
policymakers, diplomats, industry 
executives, media personnel and 
scholars.

Convened by Xinhua News 
Agency Africa Regional Bureau, 
the half-day symposium discussed 
innovative ways to strengthen Sino-
African cooperation across diverse 
sectors and achieve renewal.

There was a consensus among 
participants at the Hong Ting 
Forum that both Africa and China 
have a shared aspiration to prosper 
and modernize by leveraging 
partnerships and mutual learning.

Cavince Adhere, a Nairobi-based 

international relations scholar, 
observed that a fruitful Sino-
African cooperation will form the 
foundation for fostering economic 
modernization, creating jobs and 
spreading prosperity evenly.

While acknowledging China’s 
huge footprint in African 
economies, Adhere called for 
enhanced cooperation in digital 
inclusion, green transition, 
technology transfer, health, 
agriculture and security to achieve 
mutual benefits.

In Kenya, Adhere said China 
has been instrumental in the 
modernization of the country’s 
infrastructure, boosting economic 
growth through enhanced 
movement of goods and services.

Steve Zhao, chief executive officer 
of MOJA Expressway Company 
Limited, a subsidiary of China Road 
and Bridge Corporation (CRBC), 

noted that by tapping into Chinese 
technology, capital and expertise, 
African countries will benefit 
from modernization powered by 
improved transport networks.

The 27.1-km Nairobi Expressway, 
built by CRBC through a public-
private partnership and now 
operated by MOJA, has boosted 
Kenya’s modernization through 
seamless mobility of manpower 
and cargo, Zhao said.

Julius Thairu, chief commercial 
and customer officer of Kenya 
Airways, the national carrier, 
said the dream of establishing 
a Sino-African air “Silk Road” is 
slowly being realized to promote 
connectivity, trade, tourism and 
cultural exchanges.

Thairu said strategic partnerships 
between African and Chinese 
airlines have been forged as part 
of the air “Silk Road” to strengthen 

commercial ties and people-to-
people exchanges.

African countries have been 
inspired by China’s rallying call for 
countries to pursue modernization 
that suits their local conditions 
and spread benefits equitably, said 
Samuel Maina, editor-in-chief of 
Kenya Broadcasting Corporation, 
the state-funded broadcaster.

Maina underscored the urgency 
of powering Africa’s modernization 
by leveraging partnerships with 
China in strategic areas like 
healthcare, education, agriculture, 
energy and infrastructure.

Symposium to foster China-Africa cooperation to drive modernisation

THE Agricultural Seed Agency 
(ASA) has introduced three new 
varieties of sunflower, wheat, 
and sorghum, to improve the 
performance of the local farmers in 
the relevant sectors.

The locally made and imported 
seeds incorporate the open-
pollinated varieties (OPV) for wheat 
and sorghum and the hybrids for 
sunflower.

Benjamin Mfupe, ASA’s Acting 
Production Manager said that the 
new seeds are TARISO II (Sorghum), 
Sun Bloom (sunflower) and SST 884 
of wheat.

Speaking at the 31st Nane 
Nane Agricultural International 
Exhibition, Mfupe said that the new 
sunflower variety, Sun Bloom, and 
the SST 884 of wheat have been 
imported into the country to quench 
the current quest of the high demand 
for improved seeds within the sector.

“We have so far imported at least 
700 tonnes of Sun Bloom variety, 
the good seed which enables the 
farmers to yield between 16 and 18 
sacks per acre,” he said.

He added the state - -sunflower 
hybrid seed from the agency is 
being sold at a cheap price of at 
least 10,000/-per one kg, instead 
of 45,000/- as sold by other seed 
companies. 

“This marks the target of the 
country to increase oil seed crop 
production in the country by 
attracting farmers to the use of 
improved sunflower seed with high 
production.”

He also said with the seed, the 
farmers will stand a chance to 
harvest sunflowers around 110 days 
after planting, as an early maturing 
variety, adding that the variety 
produces large heads with seeds of 
good oil content. 

The sunflower plants are more 
uniform during plant growth which 
increases time harvesting. 

Mfupe noted that the local wheat 
farmers must have all reasons to 
smile as well, unveiling that the 
imported new variety of SST 884 
possesses high growing potential 
with a wide range of adaptations.

“With the variety, it takes between 
90 to 110 days for the farmers to 
harvest, and the seed can produce 
between 14 and 18 sacks per acre,” 
he said, adding that experience 
proved that the variety imported 
from Zambia flourishes well in 
several regions across the country, 
including Dodoma (central zone), 
Southern Highlands regions, Arusha, 
and Kilimanjaro.

“I am appealing to the wheat 
farmers in all wheat-grown areas 
to go for the new seed to improve 
production and productivity.”

He added that ASA has already 
dispatched a total of 500 tonnes 
of useful seeds in at least 12 
municipalities with wheat 
production, naming the areas as 
Makete, Makambako, Njombe, 
Arusha, Wanging’ombe, Ludewa, 
Siha, Monduli, Hanang, Babati, 
Sumbawanga, and Nkasi.

He also noted that ASA has 
distributed a total of 692.9 tonnes of 
locally made wheat varieties, namely 
Juhudi and Sifa, saying the farmers 
can buy and use the improved 
varieties to boost productivity.

About the new sorghum seed, 
TARISO II, Mfupe said the seed 
has been hatched by the Tanzania 
Agricultural Research Institute 
(TARI), saying the variety has 
potential in terms of resistance to 
diseases, including destructive birds, 
and it can turn out between 14 and 16 
sacks within for one acre.

“ASA will continue to stand at the 
forefront to work collaboratively 
with other like-minded stakeholders 
in the sector to ensure the 
local farmers are supplied with 
enough, but better seeds to enable 
them to elevate production and 
productivity,” he assured.

MINISTER for Constitutional and 
Legal Affairs, Dr Pindi Chana has 
directed local government leaders 
both in urban and rural areas to 
establish child protection committees 
in their areas.

This, according to the minister 
will help address challenges 
facing children, heightening their 
protection.

Dr Chana made the directives on 
Tuesday during the launch of legal 
aid services at the Mwananyamala 
Regional Referral Hospital One Stop 
Centre.

“The committees should identify 
and address issues such as violence 
affecting children, and ensure that 
children are protected from abuse, 
neglect and any form of harm 
at home, school and within the 
community,” she said.

The minister also stressed the need 
for communities to collaborate with 
the committees, report all gender-
based violence (GBV) incidents, and 
work collectively to combat such 
violence.

“Reporting GBV incidents allows 
survivors to access necessary medical, 
psychosocial, and legal aid services 
on time, which helps minimize the 
impact of violence and ensures that 
culprits are held accountable,” Chana 
noted.

She highlighted that protecting the 
rights of vulnerable groups, especially 
women and children, is essential due 
to the barriers they face in obtaining 
justice.

Dr Chana pointed out that legal aid 
services have been established at the 
hospital’s One Stop Centre to address 
various barriers and provide critical 
support for survivors.

 “Our goal is to eliminate these 
obstacles which can be legal, 
economic, social or cultural, and 
ensure that cases are resolved timely,” 
she said.

She added that the new legal aid 
services aim to assist GBV survivors in 
overcoming challenges to accessing 
justice and bringing about meaningful 

change in their lives, asking the 
German Development Cooperation 
(GIZ) Tanzania to expand the services 
to other regions due to high demand.

The minister also advises the 
community to raise their voices 
to condemn acts of gender-based 
violence against women and children 
in the community, continue reporting 
acts of GBV in the community, and 
continue to urge family members 
not to hide incidents of violence 
occurring in their homes.

She encouraged the public to speak 
out against gender-based violence, 
report incidents, and discourage 
the hiding of such incidents within 
families, lauding GIZ Tanzania for its 
ongoing support of justice initiatives 
for women and children.

Shed stated: “We truly value your 
contribution.”

Chana stressed the need for a 
collective effort to address GBV, noting 
that the challenge affects individuals, 
families, and communities, and 
often leaves victims with long-term 
physical and psychological injuries 
requiring extensive treatment.

Katharina Kuehn, GIZ Tanzania’s 
Cluster coordinator for gender 
programs, expressed optimism 
about the pilot legal aid services at 
Mwananyamala.

“We hope this initiative will 
significantly support and empower 
survivors. If successful, it could be 
extended to other One Stop Centres 
in Tanzania and beyond,” Kuehn said.

She said in Germany, the concept 
of Nebenklage, or additional plaintiff, 
allows victims to play a more active 
role in their cases, choosing their own 
legal representation and participating 
alongside the prosecution.

Dr Zavery Benela, a medical officer 
in charge at the Mwananyamala 
Regional Referral Hospital said so far 
a total of 3,476 GBV survivors have 
been supported at the One Stop 
Centre from 2019 to 2023 in terms 
of medical and forensic services, 
psychosocial counselling, police 
services include the issuance of PF3, 
legal aid and case referral for GBV’s 
survivors or victims.

In Tanzania, 42 percent of 
children are exclusively breastfed 
for the recommended six months, 
and only half the newborns are 
put to the breast within one hour 
of birth when newborns can most 
benefit from the immune factors in 
breast milk.

THE East African Community (EAC) 
together with International Organisation 
for Migration (IOM) and the German Agency 
for International Cooperation (GIZ), have 
announced the successful conclusion of 
the Water Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH) 
project in the region.

The US$2.5 million WASH project started 
in 2021 with the aim to strengthen the 
capacity of EAC partner states to prevent 
and control the spread of COVID-19 and 

other infectious diseases using hygiene 
measures, risk communication and 
community sensitisation.

The three-year project has achieved 
remarkable milestones, including the 
installation and renovation of 43 fixed 
handwashing facilities at the points of 
Entry and border hotspots of all seven (7) 
partner states, namely Burundi, Democratic 
Republic of the Congo (DRC), Kenya, 
Rwanda, South Sudan, Uganda and the 
United Republic of Tanzania.

EAC project adds value to border communities’ lives

ZANZIBAR’s Minister for Social Development, 
Elderly Gender and Children, Riziki Pembe Juma has 
underscored the need to conduct a comprehensive 
review of the laws across Tanzania to realize the 
50/50 gender ratio between men and women in 
various leadership and decision-making positions.

According to her, many laws are out-dated as 
they were enacted shortly after Tanganyika’s 
independence and Zanzibar Revolution and most of 
them granted significant authority to men, leaving 
women’s interests behind.

Speaking yesterday here during the meeting 
focused on integrating gender equality into legislation 
and devising strategies to combat violence against 
women, Minister Juma noted that while there are 
opportunities for women in leadership, existing laws 
need revision to better protect women’s rights.

The Minister stressed that the momentum gained 
from past international gender equality conferences 
should be maintained to ensure gender parity prevails 
across all sectors.

Lucy Tesha, UN Women’s Programme Specialist 
on ending violence against women and girls, 
summarised the proposed legal framework at the 
meeting, indicating that the analysis presents 76 
gender-related recommendations across all reviewed 
laws.

 “The analysis specifies that a total of two laws must 
be completely repealed, 18 laws should be amended 
or revised, and five media laws should be considered 
to align Tanzania’s legal framework with regional and 
international standards,” she said.

Tesha explained that despite the government’s 
efforts in legal and policy reforms, addressing gender 
disparities requires strong commitment, institutional 
leadership, legal reforms and additional resources.

She highlighted that violations of the laws are a 
major barrier to achieving gender equality, noting 
that discriminatory laws prevent full enjoyment of 
economic, social, cultural, civil and political rights.

Additionally, she noted that several laws and legal 
provisions in both mainland and Zanzibar need 
amendments to ensure gender equality.

The Constitution should also be revised to include 
clarifications addressing laws and practices, serving 
as a foundation for women’s rights in the country.”

In mainland Tanzania, 11 laws need to be amended 
or repealed, including those related to the minimum 
age for marriage for boys and girls and removing 
gender-biased language from election laws.

In Zanzibar, seven laws, including those related 
to elections and anti-women harassment, require 
revision to promote gender equality.

‘Tanzania needs 50-50 gender 
ratio on leadership positions’

Msemo Mavare, Deputy Principal, 
Law School of Zanzibar stated that the 
meeting aimed to discuss amendments 
and enactment of laws that would 
enable women to advance in 
leadership and decision-making roles, 
in line with constitutional and legal 
goals for 50 percent representation of 
both men and women.

“Women are represented in many 
leadership areas, however, we have 
not yet achieved equal representation. 

For example, in positions such as 
representatives and legislators, as 
lawyers, we have come to support this 
by providing guidance,” he said.

Latifa Juwakali, Special Seats MP, 
encouraged women to overcome 
their fear of leadership and build 
confidence to contribute to national 
development. She suggested using 
the examples of successful leaders to 
create opportunities for more young 
people to participate.

factor in the two integration pillars of 
Customs Union and Common market as 
has been demonstrated by the effective 
management of COVID-19 and other 
communicable diseases such as Ebola.

Ariik disclosed that hand wash 
facilities installed in the partner states 
have been well received, adding that 
they perform a vital role in ensuring that 
health and hygiene are maintained at 
the border points. The DSG commended 
the IOM and GIZ for supporting WASH 
project.

“I urge partner states to promote use of 
the facilities that have been installed and 
put in place measures of support such as 
provision of clean water at the points 
of entry and the authorities to ensure 
appropriate regular maintenance,’’ he 
said.

The DSG revealed that apart from the 
construction of the facilities, the project 
also conducted awareness programmes 
to the communities living at the borders 
on the importance of hygiene and health 
practices in helping to curb the spread 
of infectious and zoonotic diseases, 
including COVID-19, Mpox and Ebola.

German Ambassador to Rwanda, 
Heike Uta Dettmann, said the project 
underscores Germany’s unwavering 
commitment to ensuring inclusive 
development and health equity at the 
border communities.

“Over the past three years, we have 

witnessed remarkable progress of the 
43 high-standard handwashing facilities 
have been installed at points of entry 
and border hotspots across all EAC 
partner states, significantly enhancing 
access to essential hygiene practices,” 
said Amb. Dettmann.

Ash Carl, the IOM Rwanda Chief of 
Mission, said the free movement of 
people including across borders and 
within countries, is one vehicle through 
which diseases spread.

“With human mobility expected to 
increase as the factors that cause people 
to migrate multiply, it’s critical to support 
better health outcomes, by strengthening 
border officials’ capacities, conducting 
hygiene awareness campaigns, and 
enhancing border health screening and 
referral systems,” said Carl.

During the ceremony, the EAC handed 
over two new handwashing stations to 
the Governor of Rubavu on behalf of the 
Rwandan Government and highlighted 
the critical linkages between human 
mobility and health, emphasising 
the importance of robust WASH 
infrastructure in preventing the spread 
of diseases.

The closing ceremony brought 
together high-level representatives from 
the EAC, GIZ and IOM as well as national 
focal points from relevant Ministries of 
Health, Infrastructure, Water and EAC 
Affairs from the partner states.

THE locals and commuters in 
Goba ward, Ubungo District, Dar 
es Salaam have appealed to the 
authorities to fix the road as well as 
the drainage system without further 
delay.

In separate interviews, some 
Marobo Street residents in the 
ward expressed concern over 
deteriorating conditions of roads in 
the area, something which affects 
transport and other daily activities.

They stated that the crumbling 
infrastructure has also increased 

frustration within the community.
Lucy Kyombo, a petty trader in 

the area said for years, the unpaved 
roads have continued to cause 
hardships affecting residents both 
socially and economically.

“The roads are a headache, 
especially during the rainy season. 
My shop’s deliveries are often 
delayed, and I lose customers 
because they can’t access my store 
easily,” she said.

Fred Fulgence also lamented that 
the roads are also dangerous to 
people, especially children.

“We frequently witness accidents 

here because of the deep potholes. 
The infrastructure wastes time both 
on my way to work and back home; 
it’s really frustrating,” he said.

Rashid Michael also said: “The 
difficulties with transportation 
affect my daily activities. 
Transporting goods and services 
has become a struggle due to the 
poor road conditions.”

Abdallah Dagira, a university 
student and resident in the area 
urged the government to prioritise 
infrastructure development in the 
street.

“This also affects my studies 

because during the rainy season, 
the road becomes worse making me 
miss some class sessions,” he stated.

Meshack Rujamila, Marobo 
Street chairperson acknowledged 
the challenge saying as leaders 
have been advocating for road 
improvements.

“We have submitted a number 
of proposals concerning the road 
condition to the municipal council, 
but progress has been slow. The 
poor road conditions are not only 
impacting daily commuting but also 
hindering the overall development 
of our area,” he explained.

Dar’s Goba residents decry rundown roads

KENYA and the Central African 
Republic have declared new 
outbreaks of monkeypox as African 
health officials scramble to stem 
the spread of the disease in a region 
lacking vaccines.

Nairobi announced a new outbreak 
on Wednesday, after a case was 
detected in a passenger traveling from 
Uganda to Rwanda at a border post in 
southern Kenya. The Central African 
Republic was the first to declare a new 
outbreak on Monday, saying it was 
spreading to its capital, Bangui.

COPD is caused by a virus that 
originates in wild animals and 
occasionally jumps to humans, who 
can pass it on to other people. “We 
are very concerned about the cases of 
smallpox that are ravaging Region 7 of 
the country,” Pierre Somsé, Minister 
of Public Health of the Central African 
Republic, said on Monday.

MPOX became a global concern 
during an international outbreak in 
2022 that saw the disease spread to 
more than 100 countries. It has been 
endemic in parts of central and west 
Africa for decades.

The World Health Organization said 
in November that it had confirmed 
sexual transmission of mpox in 
the DRC for the first time. African 

scientists have warned that this could 
make the disease difficult to contain.

While smallpox outbreaks in the 
West have been contained with 
vaccines and treatments, they are 
virtually non-existent in parts of 
Africa, where several countries have 
reported outbreaks in recent months.

The worst-hit country on the 
continent is Congo, which has 
recorded more than 12,000 cases 
and at least 470 deaths this year in its 
largest outbreak. South Africa, which 
last recorded a case of mpox in 2022, 
has also reported an outbreak this 
year.

In the Central African Republic, 
where infection is more common in 
remote areas, authorities have called 
on the public to support government 
efforts to slow the spread of the 
disease.

The East African Community 
regional bloc also issued a statement 
alerting member states about the 
disease in Congo, which borders five 
countries in the region. One of them, 
Burundi, has already confirmed three 
cases.

Andrea Aguer Ariik Malueth, the 
Community’s deputy secretary-
general, urged the group’s partner 
states on Monday to “provide 
necessary information on the disease 
and take preventive measures. “

CAR, Kenya confirm outbreaks of mpox

NAIROBI

KENYA and Uganda have officially 
begun talks to extend the petroleum 
products pipeline from Eldoret in 
western Kenya to the Ugandan capital 
of Kampala.

The Kenya Pipeline Company (KPC) 
said on Tuesday that the project, 
poised to significantly impact the 
region’s fuel import market, will entail 
the construction of a multi-product oil 
pipeline from Eldoret to Malaba (the 
Kenya-Uganda border) on the Kenyan 
side.

The KPC also said Uganda will be 
responsible for building a connecting 
line to Kampala, while future 
expansions to the Rwandan capital of 
Kigali are also being considered.

“Extension of the pipeline to 

Uganda is a strategic move for 
Kenya as the country seeks to regain 
its competitive advantage in the 
petroleum export market, particularly 
in light of Uganda’s new importation 
strategy,” KPC Managing Director Joe 
Sang said in a statement issued in the 
Kenyan capital of Nairobi.

Sang said the KPC is open and 
willing to cooperate with the Ugandan 
government to lay the Eldoret-Malaba 
pipeline. The move came after 
Ugandan Minister of Energy and 
Mineral Development Ruth Ssentamu 
held a meeting with officials from the 
Kenyan Ministry of Energy in Nairobi 
last week. Ssentamu said the visit 
entailed planning and preparation 
for the launch of the project as well as 
understanding the KPC’s operations, 
infrastructure, and human capacity.

Kenya, Uganda in talks to extend oil pipeline
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3.3trn/- agro-sector southern corridor funds 
could become game changer as bank credits

JUST how should one see the 
strategic affirmation on the prelude 
to the 31st international agricultural 
exhibition kicking off today across 
the country?

The Southern Agricultural Growth 
Corridor of Tanzania (SAGCOT) has 
talked of having facilitated over 
US$1.32bn (3.3trn/-) in commitment 
to investing in infrastructure to 
support an extensive agricultural 
value chain along with private-
sector investments.

There was no direct split as to 
how much of this total fund belongs 
to the private sector and how much 
in public outlays.

The mere fact that the two sides 
of capital or investment flows 
into the southern agricultural 
corridor can be put together in that 
manner speaks of the conceptual 
parameters of how the facilitating 
organisation looks at the situation 
on the ground.

It is as if the two sides have 
identical intentions and thus the 
regulatory body shows how much 
has been achieved in the ambitious 
public-private plans to uplift the 
zone as a successful model to new 
agricultural corridors nationwide, 
in the SAGCOT CEO’s words. Yet, the 
two are starkly different.

The CEO said 2024 is a very 
special year for SAGCOT and its 
partners as it was the year they 
were embarking towards spreading 
their wings farther and farther out 
in the country.

More specifically, the agency 
is embarking on the Agricultural 
Growth Corridors of Tanzania 
(AGCOT), virtually as its new phase, 
in a situation where agro-sector 
business activity in the major staples 
is confined to state purchasing and 
pricing.

The joyful party between the 
entity and its partners are thus 
donors, as investors in major grain 
produce can scarcely start projects 
where direct dealing with markets 
is nixed.

Even if one were to stick to 
the 3.3trn/- that could have been 
released by banks in a situation 
where property and grain markets 
work, as other crops don’t 
habitually face the same hurdles, 
progress on the ground would have 
been different.

But there was an especially 
disarming note if one looks at the 
wider picture, as an ongoing public 
expenditure review of the SAGCOT 
Corridor substantiates significant 
government and public sector 
investments totalling 13.9trn/- over 
the past ten years.

This encompasses agriculture, 
roads, energy and social outlays in 
particular, where the private sector 
component is again just marginally 
clear.

What is evident is that the 
southern corridor and others take 
up large amounts of public funds 
and have attracted some agro-
sector investments while there was 
little private sector presence during 
the floods that hit parts of our 
country recently.

Also, there are expectations of 
the vital public entity agency having 
a more pronounced presence 
in supporting the resilience of 
the valley or delta dwellers to 
disruptions they periodically 
experience.

The country is understandably 
eager to see it doing more for the 
benefit of the people and, indeed, it 
would be well advised to extend its 
operations to a wider array of needy 
zones.

Wonderful if this fertiliser plant 
indeed becomes a game changer

T
HIS midweek saw the 
Tanzanian government 
and an Indonesian firm 
signing an MoU on the 

construction of a 3.5trn/- urea 
fertiliser plant in Mtwara.

Many watchers are convinced that 
the plant will be a game changer 
in agro-sector improvement, and 
leading planners even talk of the 
plant shaping the country’s way to 
an industrial revolution with steady 
local supply of a key raw material.

This ‘blockchain’ impression of 
what a fertiliser plant can help the 
country to do needs noticeable 
preliminaries to be realizable.

A preliminary snag one notices 
in the particular MoU is that it 
was explicit about the roles major 
parastatals will have in the plant’s 
business outlays generally and its 
operations in particular.

The Tanzania Petroleum 
Development Corporation (TPDC) 
will be supplying natural gas to the 
plant, while the Tanzania Investment 
Centre (TIC) and the Tanzania 
Fertiliser Regulatory Authority 
(TFRA) have specific regulatory 
roles. This stands to investors’ 
capacity to innovate either in their 
capital base, procurement or sales.

The fact that Tanzania currently 
imports 90 per cent of its fertiliser 
while having phosphates deposits 
near Lake Natron smacks of failure 
by state entities with agro-sector 
inputs to use natural resources 
efficiently enough to make a 
difference.

The phosphates is there and the 
gas is found in the southern regions 
yet, for a whole 20 years little has 
happened. It is as if we don’t have the 
technology to process phosphates 
into fertiliser, including urea for that 
matter.

The new factory will definitely 
have the capacity to satisfy local 
demand as well as some surplus for 
export to neighbouring countries.

However, this isn’t a done deal, 

as the government has an outreach 
effort to investors in fertilisers. 
Initially, the base would have been 
phosphates but the possibility 
evaporated owing to investment 
strictures and interminable debates 
on likely impact of phosphates 
mining on resident the flamingo 
population.

Some may hold back roaring 
laughter if they aren’t bona fide 
environmentalists who gave the 
government a difficult time building 
the Kihansi hydropower plant in the 
early 2000s.

For there to be a credible agro-
sector transformation figuring as a 
prelude to an industrial revolution 
is freeing the factors of production 
locally so that massive amounts of 
capital can be attracted.

It so appears, though, that local 
policy making is anchored in 
planning rather than markets sod, 
for any major investment being 
decided, the role of state monopolies 
must be set out clearly as in this case.

Thus, the new factory will be 
facilitated to dominate the local 
market but fail to export, or compete 
with smuggled cheaper fertiliser, 
largely courtesy of the burden of 
costs where it needs a high profit as 
it can’t localise its shares.

Tanzania can try to learn from the 
Russian transformation to popular 
capitalism where state firms are 
first handed to workers in minute 
individual shares and then these are 
purchased by oligarchs, whom we 
already also have.

China did not have vast industrial 
or commercial entities to liquidate, 
so it opted to give the land to farmers, 
who formed private cooperatives 
where each farmer contributes the 
land and it is quantified in terms of 
shares. It is then leased to investors 
and the former peasants now city 
dwellers blossom. This enabled 
China, and for that matter Russia 
to attract vast amounts of capital to 
rapidly industrialise…

A 
growing number of 
women’s groups, 
regulators and 
corporate performance 

governance experts are raising 
flags after the release of a recent 
S&P Global report signalling 
an “alarming turning point” for 
women’s leadership parity in 
American companies.

Women accounted for 11.8 
per cent of C-suite roles in 2023, 
according to the report, down from 
12.2 per cent the previous year.

This number is significant, 
considering that women’s 
representation in leadership 
positions had been on the incline 
over the years.

This sudden drop marks a reversal 
in progress towards a decades-old 
goal to ensure that more women 
gain executive positions in North 
American corporations.

The Canadian situation looks 
equally disappointing. According to 
Statistics Canada, only five per cent 
of Toronto Stock Exchange issuers 
retained a female CEO in 2022 – a 
number that remains static since 
the first year of data collection. 
In Canada, there are more CEOs 
named Michael than women.

Women have been striving to 
land a C-suite (such as CEO) corner 
office while gaining a seat at the 
corporate table for decades. For 
those women who do, many have 
become increasingly disaffected by 
the patriarchal hierarchy and biases 
that await them.

In response, women have been 
seeking alternate leadership 
models: a C-hub rather than a 
C-suite, where “C” represents 
collaboration based on clarity of 
purpose and coordinated channels 
of communication, rather than 
“chief” in charge.

One step forward, two back

As women inch towards the 
goal of achieving 30 per cent of 
leadership positions – the target 
designed to break the proverbial 
“glass ceiling” – the gap to equity has 
been widening in some places.

This predictable equity 
regression, studied for decades, is 
known as the “glass cliff”. It involves 
women being intentionally put into 
precarious leadership positions that 
often result in their failure. Studies 
have shown that only when an 
organisation is in crisis are women 
more likely than men to be placed 
in leadership roles.

Phenomena like the glass cliff 
reflect the corporate two-step 
pattern of gender equity – any gains 
that are made are quickly followed 
by losses. Nancy Coldham, one 
of the co-authors of this article, is 
currently conducting her doctoral 

studies on the topic.

Gender parity makes good 
business sense

Improving gender diversity on 
boards and in organisations results 
in improved financial performance. 
Organisations experience the 
greatest benefits of diversity when 
they have between 40 and 60 per 
cent female representation.

However, the Globe and Mail’s 
2023 Report on Business study 
noted that “at the rate we are going, 
we won’t reach parity for another 
four decades”.

As Ivey Business School 
professor Alison Konrad states: 
“I’ve uncovered over 100 large, 
longitudinal peer-reviewed panel 
studies of the relationship between 
board gender diversity and firm 
performance, and the beneficial 
findings are strong and clear.”

Research from the non-profit 
Catalyst, the Boston Consulting 
Group, Gartner research firm and 
Harvard University all point to the 
significant corporate performance 
benefits of gender parity.

According to the World Economic 
Forum, the cost to the global 
economy of failure to achieve 
gender parity is a staggering US$12 
trillion. That’s a bottom-line impact 
that cannot be ignored.

According to the United Nations’ 
Sustainable Development Goals 
(SDGs), women’s leadership at 
executive levels matters to all. Yet 
decades of struggling for leadership 
equity remains elusive.

Skirting the equity impact

Boards that are gender-diverse 
have improved decision-making and 
corporate governance. Women in 
leadership foster more engaged and 
productive corporate management 

teams. Yet corporations in Canada 
and globally continue to skirt the 
proof of diversity impact.

Research from Rotman’s Institute 
for Gender and the Economy and a 
recent Bloomberg Report found that 
a reversal is under way: retaining 
women’s corporate leadership has 
failed.

The sudden loss of representation 
in the C-suite is “particularly 
disappointing”, to Sarah Cottle, 
head of data and insights at S&P 
Global Market Intelligence. She 
notes that it is “not just a loss in 
momentum but a loss in seats”.

Deloitte drops the gauntlet in 
its most recent Women in the 
Boardroom report: “With women 
still underrepresented on company 
boards globally, why aren’t 
organisations and investors doing 
more to realize the benefits that 
diverse boards bring?”

Invisible biases and barriers

The corporate landscape is 
littered with women CEOs who 
accepted precarious leadership 
positions: Indra Nooyi at Pepsi, 
Mary Barra at General Motors, 
Marissa Mayer at Yahoo, Ellen Pao 
at Reddit, Carly Fiorina at Hewlett-
Packard and many more.

The departure of HSBC Canada 
CEO Linda Seymour marked the 
end of a brief period in history 
where women led large Canadian 
banks.

These women fit the description 
of what is known as Tall Poppy 
Syndrome, where individuals are 
undermined or penalised for their 
success by those around them. 
Women are more likely to be victims 
of Tall Poppy Syndrome than men 
are.

Men are more likely to gain 
promotions over women, impinging 
on their advancements before they 

even begin. Multiple invisible biases 
and barriers impede women in the 
workplace before they attempt to 
lead; the negative outcomes only 
serve to confirm the more overt 
biases. Biases must be intentionally 
revealed and excised for real change 
to occur.

Achieving gender parity

Perhaps the best solution to the 
decline in the C-suite, is women 
declining the C-suite. Women 
are rejecting patriarchal norms 
of rigidity, burnout, harassment, 
limited opportunity and unfair pay 
in what has been termed the “Great 
Breakup”.

Women are more likely than 
men to leave their corporate 
jobs when their needs are not 
being met at work. In rejecting 
the C-suite model, women are 
calling for more power-balanced, 
equitable models of leadership 
that involve collaboration rather 
than domination. This is a model in 
which, as Gloria Steinem famously 
states, “we are linked, not ranked”.

Likewise, in co-author Jennifer 
Walinga’s research on women 
entrepreneurs, women shared how 
leaving their corporate jobs to be an 
entrepreneur fulfilled their desires 
for a new universe where post-
heroic, non-hierarchical leadership 
models can be enacted.

RBC may have unveiled 
another possible solution to failed 
leadership parity that they call the 
“great wealth transfer” – a “seismic 
change” that is seeing wealth 
ownership transfer from men to 
women.

In fact, it is estimated that, by 
2028, women in Canada will control 
US$4 trillion in assets – almost 
double the US$2.2 trillion they 
control today.

With women projected to wield 
significantly more economic 
influence in the coming years, there 
is a potential for them to reshape 
leadership dynamics and drive 
positive change.

In confronting failed leadership 
parity targets, and the failure to 
benefit from diversity, solutions 
may be found in women’s vision 
for more sustainable leadership 
models, growing wealth and 
economic clout in the future as well 
as surging political impact as voters 
at the ballot box.

Concerted efforts required to ensure an ecologically 
conscious and economically feasible tourism sector

I
N the bustling town of Bukoba 
in Kagera Region, a significant 
event unfolded in July this year, 
marking a pivotal moment for 

sustainable tourism and economic 
growth in Tanzania.

The first international seminar on 
sustainable tourism and economic 
growth brought together a diverse 
group of stakeholders, united by a 
shared commitment to foster an envi-
ronmentally conscious and economi-
cally viable tourism sector.

Organized by Mary Kalikawe, Ambas-
sador for the African Tourism Board 
(Community Tourism Development) 
and a prominent Tanzanian tour op-
erator from Kiroyera Tours, alongside 
Marion Schmidt-Babier, a dedicated 
German tour leader, and moderated 
by Joas Kaijage, a renowned Tanzanian 
environmentalist and journalist, the 
seminar was an opportunity for ex-
change of ideas. 

It was meant to emphasize on sus-
tainable tourism practices that mini-
mize environmental impact while 
promoting economic benefits and the 
preservation of natural resources for 
future generations.

Delivering a warm welcome speech 
at the Bukoba-Teemba Heritage Site 
in Kashai Ward, Councilor Ramadhani 
Kambuga underscored the seminar’s 
importance in addressing both oppor-
tunities and challenges within Tanza-
nia’s tourism sector.

Marion Schmidt-Babier, accompa-
nied by a team of six German tourists 
who had recently explored sites in 
Karagwe and Kyerwa districts, includ-
ing the Rumanyika-Karagwe National 
Park, highlighted the urgent need to 
ensure that local communities benefit 
economically from tourism.

and Ongoing Actions’ 
noted that climate chal-
lenges faced globally are 
also impacting Tanzania. 

He highlighted that 
Kagera Region, tradition-
ally known for its reliable 
two-season rainfall, is 
now experiencing un-
predictable weather pat-
terns, with delays in the 
arrival of seasonal rains 
as an example.

Lake Victoria’s rising 
water levels, driven by 
heavy rains, have caused 
significant disruptions 
in Tanzania, Kenya, and 
Uganda. Since early 2020, 
the floods have displaced 
over 200,000 people and 
devastated local house-
holds and businesses.

Idrisa Sultan from 
the Lake Victoria Basin 
Board elaborated on 
conservation efforts and 
environmental protec-
tion around the lake. 
He explained that his 
institution manages wa-
ter resources, protects 

against pollution, and 
maintains the catchment 
areas of the lake, such as 
the Kanoni River in Bu-
koba Municipality. Sultan 
stressed the critical role 
Lake Victoria plays in the 
region’s ecosystem and 
the urgent need for its 
preservation.

Some critics argue 
that while tributaries 
like the Kanoni River are 
essential to the region’s 
hydrology, they also pose 
significant flooding risks 
without detailed scien-
tific studies and proper 
management. The gov-
ernment is urged to con-
duct thorough studies to 
understand these tribu-
taries’ behaviors and 
implement measures to 
mitigate their impact on 
Lake Victoria.

Sultan also discussed 
additional roles of the 
board, including assess-
ing water quality and 
quantity, distributing wa-
ter permits, and raising 
community awareness 
about water pollution. 

“Among other things, 
we place beacons six me-
ters from water sources 
to prevent pollution and 
ensure clean water flow 
to the lake. We also re-
move water weeds from 
the lake. By maintaining 
the lake and its surround-
ings, we contribute to 
sustainable tourism and 
ensure the lake remains 
an attractive site to visit,” 
he said.

Mary Kalikawe offered 
an in-depth assessment 
of Tanzania’s resources 

and their potential to 
meet the European mar-
ket’s demand for sus-
tainable tourism. Her 
insights highlighted both 
strengths and areas for 
improvement to attract 
and satisfy eco-conscious 
European travelers.

John Mataro and Ella 
from Ninu presented on 
sustainable tourism prac-
tices within the culinary 
tourism sector, showcas-
ing their work through 
engaging videos.

Gloria Munhambo 
from the Tanzania Tour-
ist Board (TTB) evaluated 
the impact of commu-
nity-based tourism and 
mainstream tourism on 
local populations. Her 
assessment aimed to un-
derstand how tourism 
can be more inclusive 
and beneficial to ordi-
nary Tanzanians.

Kimambo explained 
that while all regions 
are treated equally, fa-
mous national parks 
such as Serengeti and 
Ngorongoro, along with 
Mount Kilimanjaro and 
the proximity of Kili-
manjaro International 
Airport, naturally attract 
more tourists.

 “We are actively pro-
moting all our tourism 
resources, and that’s why 
you see national parks 
and other attractions in 
Kagera Region are gain-
ing more attention. The 
northern circuit has a 
long-standing history in 
the tourism industry,” 
she noted.

Charles Joseph Ngen-

do, Assistant Conserva-
tion Commissioner at 
TANAPA, discussed bal-
ancing ecological and eco-
nomic interests in manag-
ing Rumanyika-Karagwe 
National Park. He empha-
sized efforts to make tour-
ism climate-proof.

In response to concerns 
about local safety due to 
elephants moving from 
the park, Ngendo men-
tioned that while there is a 
plan to relocate elephants 
to Burigi-Chato National 
Park, current measures 
include patrols to ensure 
safety of the community.

German participants 
provided a comparative 
analysis of policy frame-
works and governance in 
sustainable tourism de-
velopment, highlighting 
differences and potential 
learning between Tanza-
nia and source countries 
of international tourists. 

Tourism development 
in Kagera—a region re-
nowned for its rich cul-
tural heritage and natu-
ral beauty—is crucial for 
the local economy. With 
attractions like Lake Vic-
toria, Rubale Forest, and 
Musila Island, Kagera 
draws visitors eager to ex-
perience its unique land-
scapes and biodiversity. 

However, development 
of tourism infrastructure 
is hindered by inadequate 
transportation networks 
and insufficient invest-
ment.

The 2016 earthquakes 
exacerbated these issues 
by causing significant 
damage and highlighting 

the region’s vulnerabil-
ity to natural disasters. In 
this context, NGOs play a 
crucial role in mitigating 
climate change and sup-
porting sustainable tour-
ism. Organizations such 
as KADETFU and various 
environmental groups are 
at the forefront of promot-
ing eco-friendly practices 
and community-based 
tourism initiatives.

These organizations 
provide essential resourc-
es and training to local 
communities, helping 
them adopt sustainable 
practices that protect the 
environment while fos-
tering economic growth. 
Their efforts are vital in 
addressing immediate 
climate change impacts, 
such as flooding and ero-
sion, which threaten the 
region’s tourism potential.

The seminar served as 
a platform for stakehold-
ers to share knowledge, 
build partnerships, and 
develop strategies that 
integrate environmental 
sustainability with eco-
nomic development. By 
bringing together experts 
from various fields and 
countries, the seminar 
emphasized the impor-
tance of a coordinated, 
multi-faceted approach to 
tourism development. 

The seminar is expect-
ed to guide future efforts, 
ensuring that tourism 
does not only thrives but 
also contributes to the 
well-being of local com-
munities and preserva-
tion of natural heritage.

Hydropower plants disrupt fishers’ lives in Amazon’s most biodiverse river basin

A
T dawn, 20 fishers 
received a tip that 
matrinxãs were 
swimming down the 

Aripuanã River toward the Ma-
deira, the Amazon Basin’s largest 
tributary. It was their opportuni-
ty to interrupt a week of unpro-
ductive fishing in Novo Aripuanã, 
a municipality in southern Ama-
zonas state, in the Brazilian Ama-
zon. So, they divided themselves 
among three wooden canoes 
and went to the river. It was just 
a matter of waiting for the shoal, 
which swims on the surface, and 
throwing the net.

At 11 a.m., with no sign of the 
matrinxãs (Brycon melanopter-
us), half of them gave up and, in 
the larger canoe, returned to the 
city. A fisher observed everything 
from a tip of land at that meeting 
of white and black waters in the 
Middle Madeira, while just ahead 
several pink river dolphins (Inia 
geoffrensis) and tucuxis (Sotalia 
fluviatilis) emerged to breathe 
while fish hunting. “Maybe the 
school doesn’t even get here, be-
cause the river is very dry,” Rai-
mundo Dias told Mongabay.

At the end of April, the Madeira 
Basin was transitioning from the 
wet to the ebb season. With the 
water level still high, fish group 
into schools and migrate from 
lakes, tributaries and igarapés 
(small streams) to feed on fruits, 
seeds and terrestrial inverte-
brates that fall into igapós (flood-
ed forests) and in the Madeira 
flood plains.

But for a decade, abrupt and 
frequent changes in river levels 
have disoriented migratory pat-
terns. Scientists and fishers at-
tribute these irregular pulses to 
the Madeira hydropower plants, 
two large facilities installed in the 
neighboring state of Rondônia. 
“In this month, the flood-and-dry 
has already happened about four 

times. The level was high yester-
day. It’s very difficult for the fish,” 
Dias said.

Born and raised in Novo Arip-
uanã, Dias is 50 years old and has 
always survived on fishing, but 
making a living from this activ-
ity has been increasingly difficult 
due to the reduction in captures 
in the Madeira, the most diverse 
in the Amazon, with 1,406 spe-
cies of fish catalogued. “There 
was a lot of abundance, there 
was no way not to catch fish here. 
For 10 years now, fishing has de-
clined. This hydroelectric plant 
ruined us,” the fisher said.

The Santo Antônio plant, in 
Porto Velho, went into opera-
tion in March 2012 and has Bra-
zil’s fifth-highest power capacity, 
and Jirau, installed 115 kilometers 
(71.4 miles) upstream, has been 
operating since September 2013 
and is the fourth largest in the 
country.

According to Dias, the most af-
fected species by the plants are 
the most consumed locally: pacu 
(Mylossoma), aracu (Leporinus 
fasciatus), sardinha (Triportheus 
auritus, T. angulatus), matrinxã 
(Brycon) and jaraqui (Semap-
rochilodus insignis, S. taeniurus). 
High-value fish species sold to 
large cities, such as the migratory 
catfishes dourada (Brachyplaty-
stoma rousseauxii) and piramu-
taba (B. vaillantii), have also dis-
appeared.

This scarcity has an impact not 
only on trade but on the diet of 
the Novo Aripuanã citizens. Fish, 
the main protein source for the 
Amazonian riverine population, 
has become pricier in markets 
and restaurants. “We used to sell 
a handful of matrinxãs for 5 reais 
[$0.89]. Now, it costs up to 40 
[$7],” Dias said.

An unpredictable river
In Humaitá, a municipality on 

the border with Rondônia, fish-
ing productivity is strongly influ-
enced by seasonality. As the river 

In the community of 
Paraisinho, 10 km (6.2 
mi) upstream from Hu-
maitá, fishing has become 
“almost nonexistent,” 
according to João Men-
donça, president of the 
local farmers’ association, 
which also represents 
fishers. The community 
is sustaining itself thanks 
to floodplain agriculture, 
whose production is ac-
quired by governmental 
food programs.

“The period that’s sup-
posed to be drying is 
flooding,” Mendonça told 
Mongabay. “When it’s sup-
posed to be flooding, it’s 
drying. The fish gets out 
of control. They don’t do 
their piracema at the right 
time. … Today, people 
come to buy chicken [in 
the city] because it is diffi-
cult to catch the fish in the 
community, both on the 
lake and the riverbanks.”

The dams adopt the 
run-of-river model, which 
retains less water in its 
reservoir but still affects 
the hydrology of the Ma-
deira. After analyzing dis-
charge data from three 
hydrological stations, 
scientists found that the 
“dam operations signifi-
cantly increased day-to-
day and sub-daily flow 
variability.”

Scientists measured 
this by monitoring sud-
den changes in river flow 
— or “reversal” events, 
the sudden shifts from a 
period of rising to a pe-
riod of falling levels, or 
vice versa, on two con-
secutive days. This event 
almost doubled (94%) at 
the Porto Velho station, 5 
km (3.1 mi) downstream 
of the Santo Antônio Dam. 
In Humaitá, 255 km (158.4 
mi) from this plant, the 
increase was attenuated 
(13%), but still significant, 
according to researchers, 
who attribute the num-
bers to fluctuations in en-
ergy demand.

“The daily hydropeak-
ing events are very fre-
quent due to the hydro-
electric plant because it 
controls the amount of 
water it retains and re-
leases,” biologist Carolina 
Doria told Mongabay. She 
is co-author and coordi-
nator of the Ichthyology 
and Fisheries Laboratory, 
of the Federal University 
of Rondônia. “This abrupt 
variation on the same day 
has a very big impact on 
the fish.”

The fish knows that it 
needs to get out of the 
flood plains, flooded for-
ests and lakes and swim to 
the main river when the 
water level begins to rise 
daily and gradually, Doria 
said. “If this flood-and-dry 
happens, the fish doesn’t 
even leave the tributary. It 
gets lost. Physiologically, 
there is a lack of control.”

Barriers to healthy fish
Humaitá locals were 

used to well-defined peri-
ods for fishing. “The fish 
we expected the most in 
the flood were the jaraqui 
and the matrinxã. In the 

drought, it was the pinta-
do, the pacu and the curi-
matã,” Mendonça said. 
“We used to catch them in 
large amounts. Today, you 
can’t count on that.”

The fish dynamics is 
closely linked to the avail-
ability of water in the ba-
sin, according to Marcelo 
dos Anjos, coordinator at 
the Laboratory of Ichthy-
ology and Fisheries Plan-
ning of the Madeira River 
Valley, at Amazonas Fed-
eral University (UFAM).

“These species did not 
cease to occur there due 
to an environmental pref-
erence, but because they 
no longer have access,” 
Anjos said. “The fragmen-
tation of habitats has led 
to the decline of fish pop-
ulations.” He said this loss 
of connectivity is linked to 
a set of factors: hydroelec-
tric dams, deforestation, 
river silting, gold mining, 
settlements and agribusi-
ness expansion.

Samuel de Moraes, 
president of the fishers’ 
association in Humaitá, 
observed that the riverine 
people of the Madeira can 
no longer plan accord-
ing to the environment’s 
natural dynamics. “If the 
river is drying on the 
new moon we can have a 
good production because 
the fish leave the lakes 
to reproduce,” Moraes 
said. “Now we have the 
new moon. It was sup-
posed to be drying, but it’s 
flooding.” He also noticed 
changes in the behavior 
of the fish that live in the 
tributaries and lakes of 
the Madeira Basin.

Besides changes in the 
river flow, fish also suffer 
from poor water quality, 
which has been dropping 
in the Madeira, according 
to Adriano Nobre, a biolo-
gist from Amazonas State 
University (UEA). “An-
thropic [human made] 
alterations directly affect 
water quality,” Nobre said. 
“The changes in the hy-
drological regime made 
by hydroelectric dams, 
the presence of mining, 
deforestation, among oth-
er factors, have influence 
over the maintenance of 
aquatic life.”

In April, UEA research-
ers began to develop the 
first Water Quality Index 
(WQI) for a whitewater 
river in the Amazon, to 
understand the Madei-
ra’s health. In March, the 
group launched the first 
WQI for the Amazon Ba-
sin, developed for black-
water rivers.

Researchers from UEA 
navigated almost 800 km 
(497 mi) on the Madeira 
to assess its WQI; results 
were not released yet.

Fishing in crisis
In Humaitá’s local mar-

ket, Osvaldo de Araújo 
cleaned branquinhas in 
his stand while recalling 
the time when he fished 
in Três Casas Lake, 45 km 
(27.9 mi) downstream. 
“It was so much fish we 
couldn’t handle it,” Araú-

jo, a 63-year-old fishmon-
ger, said. “We would catch 
any species we wanted.”

Araújo used to catch 
up to half a ton of fish in 
five days in his canoe, but 
he said today, a fisher can 
take at least 10 days to get 
100 kilos (220.4 pounds). 
“In this market, if it wasn’t 
for the nursery fish, these 
stands would be empty,” 
he said.

There was a 39% re-
duction, from 267 to 163 
tons, in the annual aver-
age of the fish landings 
in Humaitá, according to 
a UFAM study, compar-
ing the periods before 
(2002-10) and after (2012-
16) the dams. The most 
impacted species were 
branquinha, pirapitinga 
(Piaractus brachypomus), 
tucunaré (Cichia), curi-
matã (Prochilodus lin-
eatus), jaraqui and pacu 
(Serrasalmidae). “These 
species are widely used 
in local cuisine, especially 
among riverine dwellers, 
and also represent a large 
part of the fishing effort 
of this population for re-
gional trade,” said biolo-
gist Rogério Fonseca, co-
author of the article and 
coordinator of UFAM’s 
Fauna and Forest Interac-
tions Laboratory.

In the period analyzed, 
the most productive years 
took place before the hy-
droelectric plants came 
into operation: 2002 (294 
tons), 2006 (350) and 2011 
(407). The worst in fish 
landings happened after 
the dams: 2014 (158), 2015 
(94) and 2017 (101). “To-
day, we are not reaching 
100 tons anymore,” Mo-
raes said.

The Humaitá asso-
ciation has around 3,700 
fishers. The dams’ impact 
“represents a loss of ap-
proximately $342,000 per 
annum for fishing activity 
in Humaitá,” according to 
the researchers.

Another recent study 
found that five traditional 
fishing points became 
unproductive. There are 
also places with a strong 
decline in captures. In the 
Beem Stream, previously 
the most productive, cap-
ture dropped 99%, from 
164 tons to 1.3. In the Lake 
Três Casas, it was reduced 
by a third, from 4.2 to 2.8 
tons. Fishers needed to 
seek more distant places 
and started fishing in 25 
new sites, according to 
the researchers. On each 
fishing trip, the riverine 
dwellers acquire fuel, ice, 
hire staff and buy food for 
the time in the river. “It’s 
not worth going far away,” 
Araújo said. “Today, the 
expense of a canoe to go 
to a lake is 500, 600 reais 
[$89, $107]. If you don’t 
bring in enough fish to 
cover the costs, you can-
not afford to go again”, 
Araújo said.

In 2013, more than 
1,500 fishers from Humai-
tá went to court against 
the companies that 
owned the plants, based 
on studies that attributed 
to the dams’ impacts on 
fisheries and fishing. The 
lawsuits claimed moral 
and property damages.

However, the judge of 
Humaitá considered that 
the disturbances to the 
fishers began during the 
construction of the plants 
in 2007, so he decided 
that the lawsuits were pre-
scribed because the time 
limit had already passed.

The fishers appealed 
the sentence, and the cas-
es are now in the Amazo-
nas Court of Justice.

A tradition at risk
On a Friday after-

noon, many boxes filled 
with jaraquis arrived at

Manicoré’s local market, 
a municipality 355 km 
(220.5 mi) downstream 
of Humaitá. “This year, 
we expected a better 
production, but just now 
this fish is coming,” said 
Ancelmo de Menezes, a 
59-year-old fisher. Before 
the dams, he said he used 
to capture fish in a higher 
amount and diversity. “It 
was matrinxã, it was eve-
rything. Now, as you can 
see, there’s only this fish 
here.”

“The most abundant 
fish species became very 
scarce,” said Antônio Vei-
ga, president of the fish-
ers’ association in Mani-
coré. In his opinion, the 
decline was not greater 
because Manicoré is sur-
rounded by five large 
tributaries of the Madeira 
River, where the lakes 
have good productivity.

According to Veiga, who 
has been head of the asso-
ciation for 25 years, there 
was no public hearing or 
consultation regarding 
the hydropower plants in 
the region. “We had no 
knowledge of anything 
good or bad that it could 
bring to our municipal-
ity. They were installed in 
Rondônia, but the impact 
came down to Amazo-
nas,” he said.

“Nobody has control 
of the situation. The fish-
erman no longer knows 
when the water comes, 
when it goes, how the riv-
erbanks will be,” he said.

In Manicoré, the distur-
bances in the river and 
fish caused many fish-
ers to give up and move 
to other activities. Some 
began gold mining in the 
Madeira’s main course, 
which also causes a lot of 
damage to the river, Veiga 
added, but this illegal ac-
tivity is declining after 
Federal Police raids. In 
September 2023, agents 
destroyed 302 mining 
rafts and dredges scat-
tered from Manicoré to 
Autazes. In May 2023, 86 
vessels were disabled in 
the Humaitá region.

“Generations of fisher-
men are being forced to 
change their jobs. The 
mining and deforestation 
are at their door. Illegal ac-
tivities are being pushed 
to these people, who are 
seeing themselves with-
out opportunity,” Fonseca 
said.

A critical future
By the end of June, Novo 

Aripuanã fishers were still 
surprised by the absence 
of matrinxã schools. “So 
far, they haven’t come 
down,” said Allan de Bar-
ros, president of the city’s 
fishers’ association. This is 
an example of the uncer-
tainty of fishing activity 
caused by the Madeira’s 
imbalance.

“We consumed a range 
of 100-150 tons of fish per 
year in the municipality, 
and exported more than 
500 tons to Porto Velho 
and Manaus,” Barros said. 
“Today, we don’t even 
catch enough to meet the 
city’s demand. It’s some-
thing unusual.”

In Novo Aripuanã, the 
piramutaba used to climb 
the Madeira up to three 
times a year, but since the 
installation of the dams, 
“we have never seen a 
school in our river again,” 
Barros said. He also notes 
that the catfish species 
have decreased in size: 
the filhote (Brachyplaty-
stoma filamentosum) 
used to reach 80 kg (176.3 
pounds) and the dourada, 
40 kg (88 lbs), but today 
they do not exceed, re-
spectively, 10 kg (22 lbs) 
and 6 kg (13.2 lbs).

dries up, many species come from the 
Lower Amazon, enter Madeira through 
the mouth and swim upstream to the 
whitewater river, where they breed.

However, 58-year-old fisher José Pes-
soa says this migration was impaired be-
cause the river lost its currents after the 
dams. “The fish requires rapids to make 
the piracema,” he said, referring to the 
breeding period. “If it doesn’t find it in 
the Madeira, it takes the Amazon, swims 
to the Solimões River and goes away. 
Here, we end up with nothing.”

“Nowadays, the fish we get around 
here is when the water level gets a lit-
tle higher, so the fish comes out of the 
lakes, travels to another one and goes 
up [the Madeira],” said Pessoa, who has 
been fishing since the age of 13. “This 
year, with little flood, there won’t be as 
much, because there’s no water for them 
to travel.”

Artisanal fishing is also affected by the 
climate crisis, which intensifies mete-
orological phenomena. In October 2023, 
the Madeira suffered its worst drought 
in history, when it reached 1.10 meters 
(3.6 feet) of depth, influenced by El Niño 
(the warming of the equatorial Pacific) 
and the tropical North Atlantic Ocean. 
The Madeira lowered almost 3 m (9.8 ft) 
in 15 days in June 2024, and Rondônia 
decreed a state of alert for drought.
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Ticks in South Africa are becoming resistant 
to pesticides and may become uncontrollable

T
ICKS that suck the blood of South 
Africa’s cattle are developing re-
sistance to the only pesticides that 
kill them and have become increas-

ingly difficult to control. If not contained, the 
spread and resistance to pesticides of these 
small parasites will affect farmers’ incomes 
and could reduce the country’s meat and milk 
production.

South Africa has approximately 12.2 mil-
lion cattle. The ticks that live on cattle carry 
pathogens that can cause deadly diseases like 
anaplasmosis (which causes fever and anae-
mia) and babesiosis (which causes fever and 
progressive anaemia).

The potential impact of ticks on South Afri-

mate and spread acaricide-resistant 
genes further.

Making the situation even worse 
is that ticks that breed faster, such as 
the invasive Asian blue tick, develop 
resistance much faster than, for ex-
ample, the endemic brown ear tick.

South Africa also has certain cattle 
breeds that are naturally less resist-
ant to ticks. They can sustain larger 
tick populations and therefore con-
tribute more to the problem.

A further problem is that anti-tick 
vaccines are not yet commercially 
available in Africa. This is mainly 
due to limited research and develop-
ment, especially on the kind of vac-
cines needed for African tick species.

How to solve the problem
Livestock inevitably develops re-

sistance to acaricides. But this usu-
ally happens over a much longer 
period, if pesticides are used cor-
rectly. There are a number of actions 
that can be taken to slow resistance 
down:

Livestock should be quarantined 
when moved to a new farm to pre-
vent the spread of resistant ticks.

The number of acaricide treat-
ments for each animal must be kept 
to a minimum so that ticks do not 
have as many opportunities to de-
velop resistance.

Tick resistance to acaricides must 
be monitored. Identifying ticks and 
characterising their resistance pro-
files in specialised laboratories could 
be used to make informed decisions 
regarding acaricide use which can 
mitigate resistance. Once this base-
line is established, resistance should 
be monitored continuously.

Government veterinary services 
should create awareness of acaricide 
resistance and support especially 
under-resourced producers. Acari-
cide resistance testing laboratories 
should be established by the govern-
ment to monitor and advise farmers. 
No support is currently being pro-
vided to farmers by the authorities.

Acaricides that have different 
ways of killing ticks must be rotated 
so that ticks don’t build up resist-
ance.

Ticks can also be killed by plant 
extracts. These are popular in de-
veloping countries because they are 
cheaper than synthetic acaricides. 
However, they are not as effective. 
Combining botanical extracts and 
synthetic acaricides could be a solu-
tion, but this has not been fully ex-
plored yet.

can agriculture is magnified by the 
sector’s peculiar circumstances. 
South Africa’s farming commu-
nity consists of two agricultures: a 
large number of subsistence farm-
ers with limited resources and a 
smaller number of commercial 
farmers. The country also has a 
large number of tick species and 
a diverse landscape (habitat and 
climate) in which ticks can breed 
and cattle can be farmed. Warm, 
humid conditions normally lead 
to faster tick development, which 
could result in quicker resistance 
development.

As a result of these factors, the 
impact of ticks and tick-borne dis-
eases in South Africa can be more 
severe than in developed coun-
tries.

I research parasites like ticks 
and set out to investigate acaricide 
resistance in the invasive Asian 
blue tick, which is considered one 
of the most successful cattle ticks 
in the world, yet its resistance sta-
tus was uncertain in South Africa. 
The goal was to determine the re-
sistance status and link this with 
current and past acaricide use.

The study found that a large 
number of tick populations have 
become resistant to at least two 
of the three main acaricide types 
(chemical classes) used in South 
Africa. The reasons for the grow-
ing resistance may include poor 
farm management practices such 
as underdosing, overdosing and 
dosing too frequently with acari-
cides. Underdosing leaves more 
resistant survivors. Overdosing or 
dosing too frequently kills most 
ticks but the few that survive will 
become “super-resistant” and 

transfer their genes to the next 
generation.

We found that acaricide resist-
ance was highly variable across 
South Africa, probably because of 
different farm management prac-
tices. Therefore, this needs con-
stant monitoring at a local level for 
us to understand the scale of the 
problem and prevent mass tick re-
sistance.

If ticks continue to build their 
resistance to acaricides, this will 
affect farmers’ incomes and could 
lead to lower meat and milk pro-
duction.

How ticks breed
The pesticides that kill ticks are 

known as acaricides. There are 
currently only three main acari-
cides (chemical classes) used in 
South Africa.

When a cow is infested with 
ticks, most of these pests will be 
killed when the cow is dipped in 
acaricide. However, some ticks 
survive the dip, reproduce and 
pass their acaricide-resistant 
genes onto their offspring. This 
will eventually result in genera-
tions of ticks that are completely 
resistant.

Male ticks typically mate with a 
few female ticks on a cow. The fe-
male ticks then drop off, lay thou-
sands of eggs and die. The eggs 
hatch within three to six weeks 
and a new generation (larvae) is 
born. Ticks that are fully resistant 
to acaricides can emerge within as 
little as two years after the intro-
duction of a new acaricide.

The additional problem is the 
long time it takes to develop new 
acaricides. It takes approximately 
eight to ten years and millions of 
dollars to clinically test and regis-
ter new products.

Why ticks are becoming resist-
ant

Poor farm management deci-
sions such as underdosing, over-
dosing and dosing too frequently 
with acaricides drive the develop-
ment of resistance. Underdosing 
leaves more survivors who have 
resistant genes.

Cattle in communal systems 
that move around freely, and cross 
borders, transport resistant ticks 
to other populations where they

industry ripe to grow and ben-
efit this asset class.

Light industrial property de-
velopments are key to seeing 
more industries develop in East 
Africa and present the ideal op-
portunity for foreign investors 
looking for new markets. 

Kenya, for example, is target-
ing investors to establish manu-
facturing plants in its special 
economic zones, specifically in 
electronics, textiles, pharma-
ceutical, and medical devices, as 
well as the lift and escalator sec-
tors, leading to an increase in de-
mand dynamics which will ben-
efit rental escalations over the 
medium term given the emerg-
ing nature of the asset class.

Tanzania also has Special 
Economic Zones and Exports 
Processing Zones, targeting to 
attract investors in light indus-
tries for export markets, both 
regional and global.

Data Centres 
Somewhere between US$5-

6bn will be invested in carrier 
neutral data centres in Africa, 
including EA, over the next 3-5 
years, with firm commitments 
from companies such as Vantage 
(US$1 billion), Africa Data Cen-
tres (US$500m), WIOCC’s Open 
Access Data Centres (US$500m) 

and Colo West (US$259m).
The increase in demand for 

data centres is driven by sev-
eral factors including the need 
for global connectivity, hybrid 
ways-of-work, a growing popu-
lation, and regulatory pressures 
to onshore data storage, mov-
ing away from dependencies for 
data storage in North America, 
Europe, and Asia.

Kenya, one of Africa’s primary 
data centre hubs, is considered 
the gateway to the East African 
region and hence a prime loca-
tion for new developments with 
Africa Data Centres (ADC) an-
nouncing three new projects to 
be developed. 

The first broke ground in Janu-
ary last year, while plans have 
started for the development of a 
second, and land being secured 
for the third.

Healthcare sector
With economic growth and 

trade activities continuing to 
rise in East Africa, there is an in-
creased focus on the provision 
of healthcare including hospi-
tals, laboratories, pharmacies, 
and frail-care facilities.

This represents   opportuni-
ties for developers in the East Af-
rican region looking to diversify 
existing portfolios and consider 

ways to monetize longer-term 
debt as they optimise their bal-
ance sheets.

Rapid urbanisation 
More opportunities to bring 

suitable affordable housing 
products to market will need to 
be unlocked as urban popula-
tions continue to grow. 

Across East Africa, urban pop-
ulation growth estimated at 4.5 
percent to 5 percent urbanisa-
tion is driving increased housing 
demand in a market where the 
affordable housing stock deficit 
is at 2 million dwellings.

Policymakers are responding 
to rising inflation by raising in-
terest rates. 

An increase in the develop-
ment of affordable housing 
stock is notable and is necessary 
to address pent up levels of de-
mand given the apparent hous-
ing stock deficit.

AsphaltPro published a 
recent article on the topic, reporting that 
wearable technology in the construction 
industry can increase productivity by 8.5 
percent and workplace satisfaction by 
3.5 percent. The article also highlighted 
some notable products on the market, 
including XOEye Smart Glasses, Spot-r 
Wearable Sensor and Redpoint Position-
ing Safety Vest Sensors.

5. 3D Printing
3D printing as a construction technol-

ogy has the potential to change material 
sourcing. For prefabrication, materials 
for a project can be printed and then 
transported to the job site, ready for use 
immediately. This can allow you to get 
materials faster and streamline the pro-
cess by removing extra steps in the mid-
dle.

3D printing makes it possible to print 
materials right on site, reducing waste 
and further saving on transportation 
and storage costs. However, one of the 
current challenges with adoption of this 
technology is limitations with mass pro-
duction. Although some 3D printers can 
produce on a larger scale, they are ex-
pensive.

FLAWS in land and property 
ownership whereabouts is trou-
bling the majority of registered 
cooperative unions across the 
country.

As a matter of fact, coopera-
tive unions have been caught-up 
with ambiguities in their financial 
statements that have landed the 
majority into an adverse opinion 
by the state-owned cooperatives 
auditing apex firm.

The Tanzania Federation of 
Cooperatives (TFC) in particular 
is on record with irregularities 
related to property development 
projects besides doubtful finan-
cial reports.

According to the auditing re-
sults for the fiscal year 2022/23 
by the Cooperative Audit and Su-
pervision Corporation (COASCO), 
the major audit flaws identified 
for TFC includes unrecorded 
spending worth 79.46mn/-, apart 
from accounting misreporting 
and weaknesses in TFC’s Tower 
project management well known 
as Ushirika Tower.

The audit report states that the 
construction value of the TFC’s 
investment tower which com-
menced since the past nine years, 
has topped 29bn/- while being 
used as the completed building 
contrary to the International Ac-
counting standards thus jeopard-
izing the actual value of the build-
ing reported in the federation’s 
financial statements.

The COASCO audit states that 
financial statements are not clear 
with M/S Mollel Electrical Con-
struction Ltd (MEC) debt worth 
2.55bn/- due to the absence of a 
relevant signed agreement with 
TFC.

The debt was meant to com-
pensate M/S China Civil Engineer-
ing Construction Corporation 
(CCECC) with alleged overpay-
ments made for the TFC Tower 
project.

The compensation claims were 
brought to light by the Prevention 

and Combating of Corruption Bu-
reau (PCCB) following a special 
audit conducted in relation to the 
construction costs of the building 
and it was established that there 
were overpayments made to the 
mentioned company.

In the course of the narrated 
scenario, at the meeting held on 
March 19, 2021 between PCCB, 
M/S China Civil Engineering Con-
struction Corporation (CCECC) 
and the project consultant Cons 
Africa Ltd, it was agreed that the 
Contractor should return the 
money to TFC through PCCB in a 
space of three months.

However, it is noted that as of 
December, 2022, TFC had not 
provided the company with a 
bank account to deposit the mon-
ey and also it had not featured 
the payment information in its 
financial records.

The COASCO’s audit report re-
veals that the TFC Tower project 
has been operational on loss due 
to TFC’s failure in abiding with 
the terms specified in the agree-
ment (MOU) that obligates it to 
hunt tenants alongside timely 
payment of loans with accruing 
interest rates from the lenders.

“The Ushirika Tower located 
in Lumumba Street Dar Es Sa-
laam is on the brink of not be-
ing owned by TFC at any time in 
case the bankers needs back their 
money because the value of the 
tower presented in the financial 
statements stands at 31.55bn/- 
less than the amount of loans 
extended by the banks valued 
at 34.30bn/-,” reads part of the 
COASCO auditing report.

In another development, the 
report notes that some coop-
erative unions’ assets, especially 
land and properties, are facing 
ownership disputes between un-
ions and individuals, as a result 
the assets benefit more individu-
als who mostly are non-coopera-
tive members.

For instance, Mbeya Ileje Coop-
erative Union (MICU) is surviving 
a plot ownership conflict. The 
plot on No. 18 block O in Indus-
trial Street is in dispute with an 
individual.

The Songwe Region Coop-
erative Union (SORECU) owns a 
property in the name of an indi-
vidual in compound No. 1-7 block 
E, but the contract between the 
two parties was not presented 
during the auditing process thus 
hiding key information on what 

benefits does the union get from 
the land ownership.

The auditing report states that 
Arusha Cooperative Union (ACU) 
is in dispute with the Monduli dis-
trict council regarding the owner-
ship of the Lokisale farm worth 
458mn/- which is also supposed 
to be under the custodian of the 
district’s Natural Resources and 
Tourism department.

However, there are several on-
going cases against the union 
with regard to land ownership 
which if it fails, there is a possi-
bility of incurring a total loss of 
360mn/-.

“The audit reveals that some 
cooperative unions failed to re-
port some of their assets in the fi-
nancial statements and also failed 
to determine the value of land 
and properties as well as lack of 

title deeds for some of the lands 
owned by the unions,” reads the 
report.

COASCO points out Chato Co-
operative Union (CCU) as having 
assets worth 834.24mn/- undoc-
umented, there are also three 
farms located in Biharamulo and 
Chato districts but their value is 
unknown and not presented in 
the financial statements.

The audit has revealed that 
some cooperative unions have 
lost assets that were in the ware-
house, especially machine spare 
parts, without taking any stern 
measures to determine the loss 
occurrence. Chato Cooperative 
Union (CCU) lost assets worth 
176mn/-. The assets include the 
4.95mn/- car spare parts worth 
13.77mn/-; spare parts for a cot-
ton spinning machine worth 
156.98mn/- and spare parts for an 
electric washing machine worth 
351,600/- among other items.

Milambo Cooperative Union 
(MCU) has lost farm inputs worth 
55.43mn/- which were not fea-
tured in the financial statements.

Kibosho Mweka Sungu AM-
COS has a dispute with Mweka 
Wildlife College over a piece of 
land covering 12.5 acres which 
the management claims is part 
of the intellectual property right 
of union No.10686 (Mawingo Es-
tate). The dispute has prevailed 
for many years without meeting a 
mutual solution.

Uru Kati Mawela Amcos is in a 
dispute over the land leased to 
an investor-Laitolya & Safaris Ltd 
since 1992 which claims to have 
bought the land.

As the result of this dispute, the 
Amcos incurred unreasonable 
costs to run land cases as it lost 
a land case No. 10 of 2015 at the 
end of 2021 and was ordered by 
the court to hand over the piece 
of land to the investor who is the 
rightful owner.

The audit report states that 
cooperative unions and SACCOS 
are owed by the Public Service 
Social Security Fund (PSSSF), the 
National Social Security Fund 
(NSSF), banks and microfinances 
millions of unpaid loans.

COASCO reveals that Mount 
Meru Hotels Saccos is owed a 
loan worth 401.81mn/- by NSSF. 
AWABOMA SACCOS is owed a 
loan worth 170.10mn/- by CRDB 
Bank Plc, TCCIA Muheza SACCOS 
is owed a loan worth 418.46mn/- 
by NSSF while Muungano Ru-
ral Saccos is owed a loan worth 
32.38mn/- and SCCULT is owed 
2.65mn/- by SELF Microfinance.

Tanga Cement Saccos is owed 
a loan worth 1.53bn/- by PSSSF, 
Maramba Saccos is owed a loan 
worth 3.17mn/- by SELF. It is also 
owed 154.08mn/- by NSSF.

Amani Division Saccos is owed 
a loan worth 163.91mn/- by TIB 
and is also owed 61.85mn/- by 
NSSF.  Katangaro Saccos is owed 
a loan worth 227,095/- by SELF 
while FSA Buhongwa Saccos is 
owed a loan worth 43.34mn/- by 
SELF.

Hamaja Saccos Ltd is owed a 
loan worth 126.22mn/- by NSSF. 
Mugumu Hospital Saccos Ltd is 
owed a loan worth 155.84mn/- 
by NSSF while Mkukuwami Sac-
cos Ltd is owed a loan worth 
205.86mn/- by CRDB Bank Plc.

MWAWASA SACCOS is owed a 
loan worth 807.78mn/- by PSSSF 
and is also owed 73.36mn/- by 
NSSF while Geita Teachers Saccos 
is owed a loan worth 92.97mn/- 
by SELF.

WADOKI SACCOS has not re-
paid loans worth 659.99mn/- and 
158.46mn/- both issued by TIB as 
well as a loan from TSSF worth 
793.78mn/-.

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Airport lounges market size to reach $4.2bn in 2024 By Guardian Reporter

The airport lounges market size 
is estimated at US$4.21 billion in 
2024, and is expected to reach 
US$9.44 billion by 2029, growing 
at a CAGR of 17.52percent during 
the forecast period (2024-2029), 
with Asia Pacific leading by signifi-
cant growth.

The new report by Mordor In-
telligence has highlighted that the 
airport lounges market is expect-
ed to witness significant growth in 
the years to come.

By making use of virtual reality, passen-
gers will have a chance to explore exotic 
destinations, enjoy live performances and 
also enjoy sports activities from the com-
fort of the lounge. 

For instance, in February 2023, Travel 
Point Group announced that they are in 

plans to deliver a gaming point virtual re-
ality lounge at Perth airport in Australia. 

Moreover, the lounge will include a vir-
tual reality room for five players and one 
gaming session is expected to last for 30-
45 minutes. 

In addition, the lounge will also house 
a range of individual high-speed internet 
gaming stations linked to the stream net-
work which will allow gamers to play using 
their own accounts or new accounts.

Thus, a growth in the number of air pas-
sengers who can afford lounge services 
and the rising need to improve airport 
lounges in order to improve passenger ex-
perience will drive the growth connectiv-
ity and entertainment systems in the near 
future.

In recent years, the aviation sector 
across Asia Pacific showcase significant 

growth in terms of number of air travelers, 
spending on aviation infrastructure, and 
development of new airports. 

Various factors such as growth in the 
number of new airport lounge construc-
tion projects as well as a growth in the 
number of passengers who can afford 
lounge services within the region will lead 
to the growth of the market.

There has been a significant growth in 
the usage of airport lounge services in the 
Asia-Pacific region in recent years.

Furthermore, in July 2023, Delhi 
International Airport Limited (DIAL) 
launched the India’s biggest lounge fa-
cility “Encalm Prive,” at the Airport’s 
Terminal 3. 

It aims to optimise lounge space and 
provide a luxurious and relaxing en-
vironment for business and first-class 
travellers. 

Such developments and increasing 
investment in airport infrastructure 
drive the market growth across the re-
gion. 

The airport lounges market is moder-
ately fragmented, with various players 
dominating the market. 

Some of the major players in the air-
port lounges market are Qantas Air-
ways Limited, Lufthansa, Cathay Pacific 
Airways Limited, American Airlines, 
and United Airlines, Inc., amongst oth-
ers.

Airport lounge providers, in recent 
years, have focused on upgrading their 
lounge infrastructure in order to pro-
vide a more luxurious and comforting 
experience for their passengers. 

Moreover, airport lounge providers 
are also entering into partnerships with 
various technology companies. 

They are engaged in working on pre-
mium class lounges in order to provide 
more amenities to meet the needs of 
the passengers.

The Central Bank’s decision to 
float the Egyptian pound in the 
first quarter of this year has 
sparked a positive shift in sen-
timent for Cairo’s office sec-

tor, anticipated to generate long-term 
improvement and growth opportuni-
ties, according to JLL’s Cairo Market 
Dynamics Report for Q2 2024.

As market conditions stabilize 
and business confidence grows, 
Cairo is set to receive approxi-
mately 540,000 sqm of new of-
fice space in the second half of 
the year, primarily in the New 
Administrative Capital (NAC) and 
New Cairo. 

However, some projects may 
face delays due to slow construc-
tion or leasing difficulties. Dur-
ing the second quarter, around 
15,000 sqm of office gross leas-
able area (GLA) was delivered, 
expanding the total stock to over 
2 million sqm.

Enquiries for large office spac-
es between 2,000 and 5,000 
sqm increased, and demand for 
high-quality Grade A supply con-
tinued to grow due to limited 
availability. New Cairo, offering 
more high-quality office spaces, 
attracted the most demand, driv-
en by existing tenants seeking to 
expand or relocate.

Despite this, average citywide 
rents decreased by 2 percent an-
nually to $356 per sqm per an-
num. Prime rents saw a 6 percent 
annual reduction but remained

ing the future supply. However, 
several projects faced delays due 
to prevailing market conditions.

Current market dynamics favour 
tenants, with landlords willing to 
contribute towards capital expend-
iture (CAPEX) and operational 
expenses (OPEX). Additionally, av-
erage rental rates in both primary 
and secondary malls recorded an 
approximately 8 percent increase 
compared to the same period last 
year. The average citywide vacan-
cy rate was registered at 8 percent 
during the second quarter.

Despite ongoing pressure on the 
retail sector, there is a favourable 
outlook for the growth of local pro-
duction and brands. Landlords are 
offering incentives and revenue 
share arrangements to attract lo-
cal brands and fill up retail space, 
providing opportunities for the 
growth and success of these busi-
nesses.

The residential market experi-
enced an unprecedented rise in 
sale prices and rents, driven by a 
combination of currency devalua-
tion and soaring inflation. Notably, 
in 6th of October, sales prices in-
creased by around 175 percent an-
nually in the second quarter, while 

New Cairo saw 180 percent year-on-
year growth. The rental market also 
witnessed substantial growth, with 
rents in 6th October and New Cairo 
rising by 101 percent and 122 per-
cent, respectively, during the quar-
ter compared to the same period 
last year.

Although there were no new ma-
jor hotels added to the Cairo market 
in the second quarter, maintaining a 
stable total stock of 26,700 keys, ap-
proximately 1,300 keys are expected 
to be added to the existing stock 
during the remainder of the year.

Looking at the year-to-May peri-
od, citywide occupancy stood at 64 
percent, according to the latest data 
from STR. During the same period, 
the average daily rate (ADR) expe-
rienced a 4.5 percent reduction, 
reaching $135 compared to the pre-
vious year. Consequently, the rev-
enue per available room (RevPAR) 
dropped by 8 percent year-on-year, 
recording $87.

More operators are expected to 
announce expansion plans, demon-
strating their confidence in the long-
term growth of the tourism industry 
in Egypt. As the tourism industry 
continues to flourish, investment in 
hotel projects and infrastructure is 
expected to strengthen, with a focus 
on luxury accommodations and im-
proving visitor experiences. 

The positive trajectory of interna-
tional arrivals and the government’s 
efforts to enhance the tourism sec-
tor provides a promising outlook for 
the hospitality industry in Egypt.

Traditionally fond of real estate in-
vestment, Turks are turning their at-
tention increasingly to buying property 
abroad in response to surging domestic 
prices, worsening returns on invest-
ment and the prospect of regulatory 
changes.

The new trend highlights growing 
concern about the outlook for Turkey’s 
real estate market, which is feeling the 
impact of a transformed economic cli-
mate after a policy U-turn towards more 
orthodoxy in 2023 following years of 
easy money.

In recent years, currency deprecia-
tion and the low rates championed by 
President Tayyip Erdogan pushed 
Turks into assets like real estate, cars 
and forex to protect savings as inflation 
surged to a current level above 70 per-
cent.

But Turks are now seeking properties 
in places such as Montenegro, Spain, 
Dubai and London as high prices, less-
ening supply, and high mortgage rates 
drive monthly housing sales in Turkey 
to the lowest level in a decade.

Property investments abroad have 
nearly quadrupled since 2021, rising to 
$2 billion last year, central bank data 
shows, and some sector experts say the 
trend may accelerate to $3-4 billion this 
year due to the lira’s recent real term ap-
preciation and high domestic prices.

“House prices are very high, but 
house rental income remains low for 
those who want to own a house as an in-
vestment,” said 56-year-old Tolga, who 
works in the energy sector.

Last year, he decided to sell a prop-
erty in Istanbul to buy a house in Lon-
don to have a regular FX income and 
diversify his investments, but also due 
to regulatory uncertainty in Turkey.

“We also decided to buy something 
abroad due to uncertainty around real 
estate and income taxes, lack of rules in 
Turkey,” he said. “We do not know what 
will happen tomorrow, whether the val-
ue of our house will decrease, whether 
it will be destroyed or something else 
will be built right next to our house.”

Turks have had years of punishing 
inflation, combined with a sharp clamp-
down on credit over the last year, and a 
series of currency crashes.

Traders and importers of 
drinks in the country have 
asked the government to in-

Speaking in Dar es Sa-

laam yesterday, some of 
the importers and traders 
said that the government 
is losing a lot of money 
that they were supposed 
to get due to some people 
importing and distributing 
fake products in the coun-

try.
“We are traders and im-

porters who follow all the 
procedures of the country 
in the import and distrib-
ute the products, and we 
pay the appropriate taxes 
to the Government, un-
fortunately there are peo-
ple inside and outside the 

country who are making il-
legal business in importing 
fake products like drinks 
we import, this causes the 
nation to lose income but 
also for us its affect our 
business,” said Obabiyi 
Fagade, Country Manager 
of the Heineken company.

He said there are people 

who use the good location 
of Tanzania to be in a good 
place geographically be-
cause it is surrounded by 
many countries, to import 
fake products into the mar-
ket.

“We will do our best, but 
I think the government 
should increase its efforts to 

prevent counterfeit goods 
from entering the country, 
this will help strengthen the 
business,” said Fagade.

The Mabibo Wine’s Direc-
tor, Jerome Rugemalira, said 
importers of fake products 
including drinks are return-
ing the government’s efforts 
to collect taxes for the de-

velopment of the country.
“It is true that there are 

fake drinks products, we 
believe the Government has 
a power in knowing who 
is the importer of which 
products, dishonest trad-
ers should be forced not to 
import fake products,” said 
Rugemalira.

Govt urged to enhance control on fake goods

Real estate prices rose 
much higher than infla-
tion throughout 2022 and 
2023, according to central 
bank data, although there 
has been a recent slow-
down.

As inflation surged to a 
peak of 85 percent in 2022, 
the government imposed 
a 25 percent cap on rent 
hikes to protect tenants, 
triggering a backlash from 
landlords and thousands 
of legal disputes. The cap 
was lifted this month.

Against this back-
ground, there has been 
growing interest from 
Turks in the London hous-
ing market, according 
to Arzu Uygun, founder 
and managing director of 
Unique London, a real es-
tate consultancy company 
operating in London.

She said Turkey’s rising 
real estate prices opened 

the door for Turkish inves-
tors to buy a house abroad 
as they aim to shorten 
their investment return 
and diversify risks.

According to sector rep-
resentatives, the return 
on investment period is 
around 30 years in Tur-
key, less than 18 years in 
the UK and Spain for a 
comparable residence, 
and less than 12 years in 
Montenegro.

Seeing the increasing 
demand from Turks, Turk-
ish developers are looking 
to expand their business-
es abroad.

“I think real estate in-
vestment in Turkey will 
not provide good returns 
for the next five years. I 
don’t think people will buy 

property for long-term 
investment,” said Aycan 
Fenercioglu, chairman of 
construction company 
Fenercioglu, pointing to a 
price-to-rent ratio of 25-30 
years.

“We have started to 
make investments abroad. 
We have obtained permits 
in Spain and will start con-
struction there in the au-
tumn,” Fenercioglu said.

The company has in-
vestments in Alicante and 
is set to start building in 
Montenegro, investments 
in Dubai are planned next 
year.

Recent media reports 
indicating possible new 
taxes for people who pur-
chase houses for invest-
ment point to a change in 
the government’s view in 
real estate investments, he 
added.

“I think the government 

wants real estate to stop 
being an investment tool 
in Turkey. This will lead 
to more Turks heading 
abroad in the coming pe-
riod.”

With recent changes 
in regulation, Turkish 
authorities have made it 
harder to offer properties 
for short-term rentals, in-
creasing necessary per-
mits and paperwork.

Real Estate Service Ex-
porters Association head 
Bayram Tekce said infla-
tion, rising real estate 
prices and an uncertain 
environment were worry-
ing investors.

“Buying a house in an-
other country used to 
be a feature of the upper 
income group. But since 
Turkey is so volatile, now 
middle-income people 
want to put their eggs in 
different baskets,” he said.

Mohammed is accused of masterminding 
the plot to fly hijacked commercial passenger 
aircraft into the World Trade Center in New 
York City and into the Pentagon. The 9/11 at-
tacks, as they’re known, killed nearly 3,000 
people and plunged the United States into 
what would become a two-decade-long war 
in Afghanistan.

Three 9/11 attacks suspects agree 
to plead guilty at Guantanamo

Venezuelan President 
Nicolas Maduro on Wednes-
day submitted an appeal to 
the Electoral Chamber of the 
Supreme Court of Justice to 
audit and certify the results of 
Sunday’s presidential elections 
amid calls for greater transpar-
ency.

Maduro asked the highest 
court to summon the pertinent 
institutions “to compare all the 
elements of evidence and cer-
tify, by carrying out an expert 
opinion of the highest techni-
cal level, the electoral results of 
July 28.”

He went to the Supreme 
Court accompanied by First 
Lady Cilia Flores, Vice-Presi-
dent Delcy Rodriguez, National 
Assembly President Jorge Ro-
driguez, Attorney General Re-
inaldo Munoz and Foreign Af-
fairs Minister Yvan Gil, among 
other members of his cabinet.

In remarks to the press upon 
leaving the court, Maduro 
said: “I have told the Electoral 
Chamber that I am willing to 
be summoned, interrogated ... 
investigated by the Electoral 
Chamber as the winning presi-
dential candidate of Sunday’s 
elections and as head of state; 
I am showing up, I am submit-

ting to justice.”
The Great Patriotic Pole 

and the United Socialist Party 
of Venezuela, which backed 
Maduro’s reelection bid, are 
ready “to present 100 percent 
of the electoral records that 
are in our hands,” he said, add-
ing that the Electoral Chamber 
should expect the same from 
each candidate and political 
organization.

On Monday, Venezuela’s

Venezuelan president appeals to Supreme Court to audit, certify election outcome

A rosy start is often seen to herald 
good fortune for the journey ahead, 
a belief deeply rooted in Chinese 
culture. This sentiment is especial-
ly prevalent when it comes to the 
Olympic Games, where winning the 
first gold medal is seen as an auspi-
cious beginning for the entire Chi-
nese delegation.

Traditionally, this task has often 
fallen to China’s shooters due to the 
Olympic competition schedule.

This year, two teenage shooters, 
Huang Yuting and Sheng Lihao, 
lived up to expectations by claim-
ing the first gold medal of the Paris 
Olympic Games with victory in the 
10m air rifle mixed team event on 
Saturday.

“The achievements of our prede-
cessors have been inspiring,” Sheng 
commented after he collected his 
second Paris Olympic gold, in men’s 
10m air rifle.

This achievement marks the fifth 
Olympic Games since the 1984 Los 
Angeles Games that Chinese shoot-
ers have secured the first gold med-
al at the Olympics.

The road to such success is far 
from easy. Shooting, in particular, 
is a sport that demands extreme 
mental concentration and is highly 
sensitive to tension and anxiety. The 
pressure to perform on the world’s 
biggest stage is immense, making 
every victory a testament to the 
athlete’s mental fortitude and resil-

ience. 
At Los Angeles 1984, shooter Xu 

Haifeng narrowly defeated Swe-
den’s Ragnar Skanaker by a single 
point, 566 to 565, in the men’s 
50m free pistol event, winning the 
Games’ first gold medal. His compa-
triot Wang Yifu grabbed the bronze 
medal.

“The award ceremony was de-
layed by 40 minutes because the 
organizers had not anticipated the 
need for two Chinese flags. They 
had to bring in one from another 
venue by helicopter,” Xu recalled.

What made Xu’s triumph even 
more significant was he secured 
China’s first ever Olympic gold 
medal. With this historic feat, Xu 

wrote himself into Olympic lore and 
school textbooks in China.

Xu’s victory set the tone for China 
at the 1984 Olympics, the PRC’s first 
appearance at the Summer Games 
since 1952. The country eventually 
finished a remarkable fourth in the 
medals table, with 15 golds.

For decades, the Olympic achieve-
ments of Xu and the Chinese wom-
en’s volleyball team, who defeated 
the United States in the gold medal 
match, have served as a source of 
national pride and patriotism.

Reflecting on his journey, Xu men-
tioned the harsh training conditions 
he endured. “I trained with the An-
hui provincial team, which only had 
two imported pistols. Bullets were 

scarce, and each athlete had a fixed 
quota. The bullets oxidized over 
time and developed a white mold 
that had to be cleaned with an oiled 
cloth before competitions,” Xu re-
counted.

As China’s economy has grown, 
training conditions for its ath-
letes have improved substantially, 
though the pressure to perform re-
mains.

Zhao Yinghui, who was a favor-
ite to win the first gold medal at 
the Sydney 2000 Olympics, failed 
to qualify for the women’s 10m air 
rifle final under immense pressure. 
“I felt lost at the Olympics, unable 
to free myself from pressure,” Zhao 
later admitted.

Despite Zhao’s unfulfilled mis-
sion, China concluded its impres-
sive run with 59 medals, including 
28 golds, finishing third overall just 
behind the United States and Rus-
sia. 

In Athens 2004, Du Li came from 
nowhere to win the first gold medal 
unexpectedly in the women’s 10m 
air rifle event. “I never thought I 
would be lucky enough to win gold 
on my Olympic debut,” Du recalled.

However, Du failed to defend her 
title at the Beijing 2008 Olympics, 
feeling the weight of competing in 
front of a home crowd. Later she 
atoned for failing to triumph on day 
one by winning the 3-position rifle 
gold.

On September 30, Russian President Vladimir Putin 
and the heads of the four new regions signed treaties on 
their accession to Russia. The Russian leader signed laws 
to formally absorb the regions into Russia on October 4.

British police have charged a 17-year-
old boy with the murder of three young 
girls and 10 counts of attempted murder 
in a knife attack at a summer dance class 
that has shocked the nation and sparked 
two nights of violent protests.

The teen, who cannot be named due 
to his age, will appear at Liverpool Mag-
istrates Court on Thursday over Mon-
day’s incident at a “Taylor Swift yoga 
and dance workshop” summer vacation 
event for children in the seaside town of 
Southport.

Large disturbances broke out in the 
northwest English town on Tuesday af-
ter false information was spread on so-
cial media that the suspect behind the 
stabbings was a radical Islamist migrant, 
with anti-immigrant protesters descend-
ing on the town from elsewhere. 

In London on Wednesday, thousands 
gathered near the prime minister’s 
Downing Street residence, shouting 
“Save our kids”, “We want our country 
back” and “Stop the boats”, as well as 
English football chants. More than 100 
people were arrested.

Police have said the attack was not ter-
rorism-related and that the suspect was 
born in Britain, quashing speculation on 
his origins.

“Whilst these charges are a significant 
milestone within this investigation, this 
remains very much a live investigation,” 
Chief Constable Serena Kennedy told a 

press conference shortly after midnight.
As well as killing three girls aged six 

to nine, Monday’s attack in the normally 
quiet town left eight other children with 
stab wounds. Five remained in critical 
condition in hospital, along with two 
adults who tried to protect them, police 
have said. 

‘Thugs from out of town’
Prime Minister Keir Starmer has de-

nounced as “violent thugs” those who 
clashed with police over the attack, say-
ing they would “feel the full force of the 
law”.

More than 50 police officers were hurt 
in the protests in Southport on Tuesday, 

when demonstrators set police vans on 
fire and dismantled garden walls to hurl 
bricks at officers. In London on Wednes-
day protesters threw flares and smoke 
canisters towards Downing Street.

Local people in Southport have de-
nounced the violence.

“What I saw last night was absolutely 
appalling....It was devastating and it’s 
kind of taken away from actually what’s 
gone on, which is the tragedy of those 
deaths,” resident David Burgess told Sky 
News. 

Hundreds of people in the community 
have taken part in vigils to mourn the 
slain children, and laid bouquets of flow-

ers at the site of the incident.
Starmer, Britain’s former chief pros-

ecutor who was elected on July 4, is due 
to meet police leaders on Thursday to 
offer them the government’s full backing 
following the violence.

 “While the right to peaceful protest 
must be protected at all costs, he will 
be clear that criminals who exploit that 
right in order to sow hatred and carry 
out violent acts will face the full force of 
the law,” his office said.

Taylor Swift fans have so far raised 
more than 325,000 pounds ($417,000) 
to help families of the victims and for 
the hospital where some of the children 
were being treated.

KING Mohammed VI has invited French President Em-
manuel Macron to pay a State visit to the Kingdom follow-
ing “the clear and strong position” adopted by France on the 
Moroccan Sahara.

In a message sent to Macron, the King told the French Pres-
ident: “It is with interest that I received the important Mes-
sage You addressed to Me on the occasion of the 25th Throne 
Day anniversary”.

“I would like to thank You for Your warm wishes and Your 
commitment to strengthening the partnership between Our 
two countries”, added the Monarch, saying that he fully ap-
preciated France’s clear support for Morocco’s sovereignty 
over this part of its territory, the resolute French support for 
autonomy under Moroccan sovereignty to settle this regional 
dispute, thereby establishing the plan proposed by Morocco, 
since 2007, as the only basis for achieving it.

 “By recognizing Morocco’s legal titles and immemorial 
rights, France contributes in strengthening the international 
momentum that many countries are already supporting and 
thus putting an end to a conflict inherited from another era”, 
underlined the King in his letter.

 “Thanks to the significant development of the French 
position and Your determination to act accordingly at inter-
nal and international levels, Our two countries will work to-
gether to reach a solution that, within the framework of the 
United Nations, fully respects Morocco’s sovereignty over its 
Sahara”, said the royal letter.

 “The Moroccan people and its vital forces are fully aware 
of the importance of this decision, adopted by a permanent 
member of the Security Council, an intimate connoisseur of 
the past and present of North Africa and a privileged witness 
to the development of this regional dispute”, underlined the 
King in his letter addressed to Macron.

 “Thanks to the positive momentum that Our bilateral rela-
tions are experiencing, promising prospects are opening up 
for Our two countries in many strategic sectors, making it 
possible to strengthen the exceptional partnership built over 
decades on friendship and trust”, underlined the Monarch.

 On Tuesday, Morocco’s Royal Office issued a statement 
describing as a “significant development” France’s support 
for Morocco’s territorial integrity and the autonomy plan “as 
the only basis” for a solution to the Sahara conflict under the 
Kingdom’s sovereignty.

 “This announcement by the French Republic, a perma-
nent member of the UN Security Council, is a significant 
development in support of Moroccan sovereignty over the 
Sahara. 

It is part of the momentum launched by HM King Moham-
med VI – may God preserve Him – and carried by many coun-
tries in different regions of the world, in favor of the territorial 
integrity of Morocco and the autonomy plan as the exclusive 
framework for the resolution of this regional dispute,” reads 
the Royal Office statement.

 In his letter to the King, Macron affirms “that the present 
and future of Western Sahara are within the framework of 
Moroccan sovereignty.”

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 Final show of giants, young stars to rise

Hours after the deaths of 
Hamas political leader Ismail 
Haniyeh and senior Hezbollah 
commander Fuad Shukr, Israeli 
Prime Minister Benjamin Netan-
yahu, on Wednesday said that his 
nation has delivered “crushing 
blows” to enemies in the last few 
days, CNN reported.

Netanyahu (pictured), during 
the address to the nation, howev-
er, didn’t claim Israel’s responsibil-
ity for Haniyeh’s killing. Notably, 
Israel has neither confirmed nor 
denied being behind Haniyeh’s as-
sassination.

“Three weeks ago, we attacked 
the military chief of Hamas, Mo-
hammad Deif. Two weeks ago we 
attacked the Houthis, in one of the 
farthest attacks the Air Force has 
carried out. Yesterday we attacked 
the military chief of Hezbollah, 
Fuad Shukr,” the Israeli PM said.

Netanyahu said Israel is facing 
“challenging days” and it will “set-

tle score” with anyone who harms 
the country. “These are challeng-
ing days. There are threats From 
Beirut. We are ready for any sce-
nario. We are prepared,” CNN 
quoted him as saying.

“We’ll settle the score with any-
one who harms us, anyone who 
massacres our children, anyone 
who murders our citizens, anyone 
who hurts our nation, blood is on 
his head,” Netanyahu added.

He further affirmed that Israel 
will keep fighting until the aims of 
the war are achieved.

Netanyahu referenced previ-
ous calls he has received to end 
the war in Gaza, saying, “I did not 

give in then and I am not giving in 
today.”

Reacting to Haniyeh’s death, the 
White House said it “can’t confirm 
or verify” reports from Hamas 
that the group’s political leader, 
Ismail Haniyeh, was killed in an 
Israeli strike in the Iranian capital 
of Tehran.

United States National Security 
Council Coordinator for Strate-
gic Communications, John Kirby, 
however, acknowledged that the 
deaths of Haniyeh in Tehran and 
Fuad Shukr in southern Beirut 
Tuesday “certainly don’t help with 
the temperature going down.”

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has 
called Vietnam an “important partner” 
in Act East Policy and Indo-Pacific vision.

While delivering a joint statement with 
Vietnamese Prime Minister Pham Minh 
Chinh at Hyderabad House on Thursday, 
PM Modi said, “Vietnam is our important 
partner in our Act East Policy and our 
Indo-Pacific vision. There is good coor-
dination between our views regarding 
the Indo-Pacific. We support evolution, 
not expansionism. We will continue our 
cooperation for a free, open, rules-based 
and prosperous Indo-Pacific.”

PM Modi extended a warm welcome 
to Pham Minh Chinh and his delegation. 
He offered condolences over the demise 
of General Secretary Nguyen Phu Trong.

He said, “I warmly welcome Prime 
Minister Pham Ming Ching and his del-
egation to India. First of all, on behalf of 
all Indians, I express my deepest condo-
lences on the demise of General Secre-
tary Nguyen Phu Trong. He was India’s 
good friend and under his leadership, 
India-Vietnam relations also got a strate-
gic direction.”

Stressing that ties between India and 
Vietnam have strengthened in the past 
10 years, PM Modi stated, “In the past 
decade, our relations have expanded 
and deepened. Over the last 10 years, we 
have elevated our ties to a Comprehen-
sive Strategic Partnership. Our bilateral 
trade has increased by 85 per cent. Our 
cooperation has flourished in areas such 
as energy, technology, and development 
partnerships.

Russia views Indonesia as one of its 
key partners in the Asia-Pacific region 
as it expects Indonesian observers and 
troops to take part in military exercises 
on Russian soil, Russian Defense Minis-
ter Andrey Belousov said.

The two de-
fense chiefs discussed current defense 
cooperation between Russia and In-
donesia and prospects for its develop-
ment.

The Russian defense minister ex-
pressed his confidence that the meeting 

would help strengthen ties between the 
two countries’ agencies and give an im-
petus to new initiatives and more work 
to develop mutually advantageous co-
operation. 

Belousov also congratulated Subianto 
on winning the presidential election 
as he described the victory as a sign of 
great trust.

The Political Bureau of the Communist 
Party of China (CPC) Central Committee held 
its 16th group study session on July 30.

It is essential to strengthen technological 
empowerment, enhance the development 
of new methods and conditions for border, 
sea and air defense, and build an intelligent 
and multi-dimensional control system in this 
regard. 

It is also important to foster neighborly 
relations and pragmatic cooperation with 
neighboring countries to create a favorable 
surrounding environment for the develop-
ment of border, sea and air defense. 

Xi stressed that it is imperative to consci-
entiously implement the guiding principles 
of the third plenary session of the 20th CPC 

Central Committee, conduct in-depth re-
search on major issues related to border, sea 
and air defense, consolidate and improve 
what has been achieved in reform, do a good 
job in fulfilling existing reform tasks, and 
intensify efforts to make arrangements for 
follow-up reform, so as to explore new ways 
of developing border, sea and air defense.

Xi calls for modernising China’s border, sea, air defence

BEIJING

 For the first time since 
Barcelona 1992, the Olym-
pic Games’ tennis matches 
will be played on red clay.

This summer, Paris will 
witness the final Olympic 
show of legendary players 
such as Rafael Nadal and 
Andy Murray, as well as the 
rise of young stars includ-
ing Carlos Alcaraz and Iga 
Swiatek.

The tennis competitions 
of Paris 2024 will take 
place at Roland Garros 
from July 27 to August 4. A 
total of 184 athletes from 
41 countries and regions 
will compete for five golds 
of men’s and women’s sin-
gles and doubles, as well as 
mixed doubles.

Paris 2024 will be 

Nadal’s fourth and final 
Olympic Games. The 22-
time major champion and 
twice Olympic gold medal-
ist announced in May that 
he would probably finish 
his career in 2024 due 
to a lingering hip injury. 
Last month, he skipped 
Wimbledon to lessen the 
strain of switching from 
clay to grass. It seems that 
the 38-year-old Spaniard 
aims to add more icing on 
the cake of his glittering 
career with another gold 
at Roland Garros, where 
he has claimed a record 14 
titles.

Another player to bid 
adieu to tennis is Britain’s 
Murray, who won back-to-
back Olympic gold medals 
at London 2012 and Rio 
2016.

The road to the top of 
the men’s singles podium 
will not be easy, as 24-time 
Grand Slam winner Novak 
Djokovic and rising star 
Carlos Alcaraz, the young-
est man with major titles 
on hard, grass and clay 
courts, will both fight hard 
for their first Olympic gold.

Several high-ranked fe-
male athletes, including 
world No.3 Aryna Sabalen-
ka of Belarus and two-time 
Wimbledon runner-up 
Ons Jabeur of Tunisia, 
have chosen to withdraw 
from Paris 2024. However, 
the women’s competi-
tion will feature formi-
dable youngsters such as 
four-time French Open 
champions Iga Swiatek of 
Poland and the reigning 
U.S. Open titleholder Coco 

Gauff of the United States, 
who are targeting their 
first Olympic gold.

In a sport long domi-
nated by Europeans and 
Americans, Chinese play-
ers have long strived to 
make a breakthrough on 
the world stage.

This summer, China will 
send a seven-player squad 
to Paris, led by women’s 
world No.8 Zheng Qinwen 
and men’s world No. 34 
Zhang Zhizhen, who re-
cently made history as the 
first male Chinese player 
to secure a seed position at 
Wimbledon.

Although four Olympic 
first-timers will represent 
China in the women’s 
singles, they helped make 
China one of only six 
squads to have a full quota 

of players at the event. 
Among others, Zhang Sh-
uai and Zheng Saisai, who 
have previously played 
at an Olympics, will team 
up with youngsters Yuan 
Yue and Wang Xinyu, re-
spectively, in the women’s 
doubles.

Chinese tennis play-
ers have made progress 
in recent years, as Zheng 
finished runner-up in the 
2024 Australian Open, and 
world No.36 Wang Xinyu 
reached the last 16 at 
Wimbledon. Paris will also 
see the first male player 
from Chinese mainland on 
court since Beijing 2008, 
and Zhang Zhizhen, the 
Asian Games champion, 
will look to go as far as pos-
sible.

Some 26 African Union Transition Mission in Somalia (ATMIS) personnel have 

completed a five-day training program on civilian protection in conflict situations, 
the AU mission said on Wednesday.

The training focused on International Humanitarian Law and Human Rights Law, 
which was aligned with the African Union’s mission to support a robust Somali Na-
tional Stabilization Strategy to ensure national security after the withdrawal of AT-
MIS. 

Ferdinand Nintunze, project officer at the African Union Compliance and Ac-
countability Framework, said the training is essential for the mission personnel 
-- military, police, and civilians -- who are primarily engaged in protecting civilians 
from terror attacks in the country. 

“It is imperative that they possess fundamental knowledge on how to effectively 
safeguard civilians during their daily operations,” Nintunze said in a statement is-
sued in Mogadishu, the capital of Somalia. 

The training program is part of the ongoing efforts of ATMIS to prioritize civilian 
protection, as mandated by UN Security Council Resolution 2628 (2022). T

he training came as the pan-African body’s peacekeeping force is expected to 
wind up its peacekeeping operations on Dec. 31, amid fears of a resurgent al-Sha-
bab, the extremist group that is fighting to topple the Somali government. A new 
follow-on mission, however, is being planned to help preserve gains registered thus 
far and the current momentum in the fight against al-Shabab.

this season. In every team, there 
must always be changes but we 
just hope there will be positive 
for the team.

“We have a new technical bench 
with a young coach and staff who 
are there to direct the players, to 
show them the right path starting 
with discipline. I believe in any 
football team without discipline 
there can be no progress.

“The new players are also 
young. We also have experienced 

players among them who I be-
lieve will help us this season. We 
need to mix both experience and 
youthfulness to balance the team 
so the recruitment process this 
season is very good.

“We have trained for a short 
time but we can see the synergy 
between the old and new players 
like we have been together for a 
long time. We learn new things 
every day and we get closer and 
closer to each other,” he said.

Winners of CRDB Bank 
Marathon to get 98.3m/-

T
HE winners of the 
CRDB Bank Mara-
thon 2024, which 
will be headed by 

the Deputy Prime Minister and 
Minister of Energy, Dr. Doto Bi-
teko, will pocket various prizes 
valued at 98.3 million Tanzani-
an Shillings.

Speaking yesterday, the 
bank’s communication director 
and managing director of the 
bank’s foundation, Tully Ester 
Mwambapa, said the fifth edi-
tion of the marathon will cross 
the border to Burundi and the 
Democratic Republic of Congo 
(DRC). “Crossing the Tanzanian 
border means that our Smile 
Spreading Army ( JLKT) will 

grow this year and our aim is to 
have 8,000 members in Tanza-
nia, 1,000 members in DRC, and 
1,000 members in Burundi. In 
DRC, a total of 1,127 members 
have so far been registered for 
the marathon to be held on Au-
gust 4, 2024,” she said.

She said in Burundi, the char-
ity marathon will be held on Au-
gust 11 and 891 runners have al-
ready been registered, which is 
equivalent to 89.1 percent of the 
targeted people, while in Tan-
zania a total of 5,583 runners 
have so far been registered out 
of the targeted 8,000, of which 
823 are foreign runners.

Apart from special medals to 
be awarded to winners, 10 mil-
lion Tanzanian Shillings will be 
awarded to winners of the 42.2 

kilometers in both men and 
women categories, while sec-
ond and third winners will be 
awarded 5 million/- and 2 mil-
lion/- respectively. 

The fourth winner will be 
awarded 1 million/-, and the 
fifth winner will be awarded 
500,000/-, while the sixth win-
ner will pocket 300,000/-. 

Tanzanian winners, both men 
and women, will be awarded 2 
million/- each.

According to Mwambapa, 
the winners of the 21.1 kilome-
ters will be awarded 5 million/- 
each, while the proceeding 
winners will pocket 2 million/-, 
500,000/-, 300,000/-, 150,000/-
, and 100,000/- respectively.

The charity marathon will 
also involve a 65-kilometer cy-

cling competition, where win-
ners will have a chance to win 
fully paid accommodation at a 
five-star hotel. 

The overall winner of the cy-
cling competition will be award-
ed 3 million/-, while the sec-
ond and third winners will be 
awarded 1.5 million/- and 1 mil-
lion/- respectively. The fourth, 
fifth, and sixth winners will be 
awarded 500,000/-, 200,000/-, 
and 100,000/- respectively.

The winner of the 5-kilometer 
race will be awarded a voucher 
for fully paid accommodation 
for two people at Hyatt Re-
gency Hotel in a room costing 
250,000/- per night, as well as 
a voucher for purchasing sports 
equipment at Shadaka Sports 
shop valued at 500,000/-.

VILLENEUVE-D’ASCQ, France

IN the rematch, the U.S. had 
an easier time with South Su-
dan than it did when the teams 
first met a couple of weeks ago.

Easier. Not easy.
The U.S. clinched a trip to the 

quarterfinals at the Paris Olym-
pics  by beating South Sudan 
103-86 on Wednesday night — a 
game that wasn’t ever really in 
doubt but was no romp either. 
Bam Adebayo scored 18 points 
and Kevin Durant had 14 for the 
Americans, who took control 
with a 25-4 run in the first half.

And led by Adebayo, the U.S. 
reserves scored 66 points.

“We’ve been calling ourselves 
the bench mob for a long time 
now,” Adebayo said. “And it 
doesn’t matter who’s in the line-
up. We always seem to figure it 
out.”

Anthony Edwards scored 13 
and LeBron James added 12 for 
the U.S. Nuni Omot led South 
Sudan with 21 points, while Car-
lik Jones scored 18 and Bul Kuol 

added 16.
The win locked up a knock-

out-round berth and the No. 1 
seed out of Group C for the U.S., 
which joined  Canada, France 
and Germany  in the quarterfi-
nals. There are seven teams still 
alive for the other four quarter-
final spots; only Puerto Rico, 
which faces the Americans on 
Saturday, has been eliminated 
from contention to advance.

That said, Saturday’s game — 
the first between Puerto Rico 
and the U.S. at the Olympics 
since an embarrassing 92-73 
loss in Athens 20 years ago — 
isn’t meaningless for the U.S. A 
3-0 record in group play would 
give the Americans their best 
chance at a top-two seed for the 
knockout round and, in theory, 
an easier matchup in the quar-
terfinals.

“It’s not the goal,” U.S. for-
ward Anthony Davis said of 
making the quarterfinals. “It 
does give us a sense of satisfac-
tion as far as being able to play 
next week. But there’s a lot that 

we can get better at, a lot that 
we can clean up, and we’ll use 
Saturday’s game against Puerto 
Rico to tighten the screws again 
and then just see where it takes 
us from there.” 

South Sudan finishes group 
play against Serbia on Saturday, 
a game that has knockout-stage 
implications for both teams. 
The draw for the quarterfinals 
will be held Saturday night, and 
all four quarterfinal games will 
be played Tuesday in Paris.

“We knew this wasn’t going 
to be an easy task,” Jones said. 
“Our spirits are still positive.”

South Sudan coach  Royal 
Ivey likened his life to a movie 
after his team won its Olympic 
opener over Puerto Rico, and 
understandably so. The story 
of his team — from the youngest 
country in the world, a group 
that overcame absurd odds just 
to get to the Paris Games — is 
a quintessential Olympic one, 
one that will be talked about 
for years whether the African 
nation wins another game in 

France or not.
That said, if nearly beating 

the Americans in London on 
July 20 in an exhibition —  the 
101-100 game where James had 
to bail out the U.S. at the end — 
was a movie, then this was the 
sequel.

In the movie world, sequels 
often aren’t as good as the origi-
nals. Such was the case Wednes-
day.

The first few minutes after 
the opening credits weren’t 
bad — South Sudan led 7-6 and 
10-8 — but the plot quickly got 
predictable. Durant made a 
3-pointer with about a minute 
to go in the opening quarter for 
the first double-digit lead, Ade-
bayo scored inside with 8:42 
left in the half to cap what was 
a 25-4 run, the Americans had 
a 33-14 lead and there wasn’t a 
ton of drama the rest of the way.

“They’re a talented team,” 
U.S. guard Stephen Curry said. 
“On any given night, they can 
beat anybody.”

US tops South Sudan 103-86 at Paris Olympics, 
earns spot in men’s basketball quarterfinals

ANESSA Gilles 
scored in the 62nd 
minute to give 
Canada a 1-0 vic-

tory over Colombia and send 
the team into the quarterfi-
nals of the Paris Olympics on 
Wednesday despite losing six 
points in the tournament be-
cause of a drone-spying scan-
dal.

Canada will face Germany 
in a quarterfinals Saturday in 
Marseille.

Earlier in the day, the de-
fending Olympic champions 
lost their bid to overturn the 
FIFA-ordered points deduc-
tion for filming an opponent’s 
practice in France.

Canada, which won its first 
two matches but earned no 
points from those victories, 
went into Wednesday’s match 
in Nice in need of a win to 
stand a chance of advancing.

“Going into the match we 
wanted to win regardless of 
what that ruling was,” Canada 
captain Jesse Fleming said. “It 
did not change our game plan 
or what we wanted to do.”

Canada had asked the Court 
of Arbitration for Sport  to 
overturn the six-point penalty 
imposed by the sport’s world 
governing body for spying on 
New Zealand practices ahead 
of their opening game last 
week.

“Chances were stacked 
against us, but we pulled 
through, we stayed together 
through it all and we have 
seen results of that,” Gilles 
said after the victory.

In the group’s other match, 
Marie-Antoinette Katoto 
scored goals in the 22nd and 
49th minutes for France to 
down New Zealand 2-1 in Lyon. 
Kate Taylor scored in the 42nd 
minute for the Ferns.

*US tops group
Trinity Rodman and Korbin 

Albert both scored and the 
United States remained unde-
feated at the Olympics with a 
2-1 victory over Australia on 
Wednesday to conclude the 
group stage.

The Americans, who already 
qualified for the quarterfinals, 
will play Japan on Saturday at 
Parc des Princes in Paris.

Canada, despite losing 
points as punishment for a 
drone spying scandal, ad-
vanced to play Germany in 
Marseille. Brazil was set to 
play France in Nantes and 
Spain faces Colombia in Lyon. 

The United States is the 
winningest team at the Olym-

pics, with four gold medals in 
women’s soccer. They’re play-
ing under new coach Emma 
Hayes, who is tasked with 
turning the team around af-
ter a  disappointing Women’s 
World Cup.

So far the team is off to a 
good start. The front trio of 
Rodman, Sophia Smith, and 
Mallory Swanson have scored 
seven of the team’s nine goals 
in France.

“The team is feeling good, 
we’ve had three great perfor-
mances,” Crystal Dunn said. 
“Obviously there’s always 
things that we look at where 
we’re like, ‘Alright, this could 
be better.’ But overall I’m 
proud of the group. I think we 
really came together.”

Dunn had a well-struck at-
tempt from distance in the 
38th minute but Australia 
goalkeeper Mackenzie Arnold 
pushed it up and over. Mo-
ments later, Arnold stopped 

Lindsey Horan’s header from 
close range.

Rodman broke through in 
the 43rd minute when she 
poked in the ball in a scramble 
in front of the net. Video re-
view stretched on for several 
minutes — apparently because 
of a technical issue — and Aus-
tralia coach Tony Gustavsson 
was given a yellow card in the 
confusion.

Albert, who was subbed into 
the game during the second 
half, added a goal in the 77th.

“I was trying and hoping for 
a goal,” Albert said. “I’ve been 
working at it in practice and 
mentally, just trying to focus 
on it. And then it just hap-
pened. I actually closed my 
eyes and then I opened them 
and I was like, ‘Oh my God it 
went in.’”

U.S. midfielder Sam Coffey 
got a second yellow card in 
the fourth minute,  meaning 
she won’t be available against 
Japan.

The Matildas peppered U.S. 
goalkeeper Alyssa Naeher in a 
scramble as time wound down 
and Alanna Kennedy helped 
Australia avoid the shutout 
with a goal a minute into stop-
page time.

The Americans’ game against 
Australia was a rematch of the 
bronze medal match at the To-
kyo Games. The United States 
won 4-3  on goals from Carli 
Lloyd and Megan Rapinoe, 
who have both since retired.

Hayes said she worked 
through the possible things 
that could derail them in 
France — like looking ahead to 

the move to Paris for the quar-
terfinal.

“Today played out how I 
thought it would,” Hayes said. 
“I said to the girls before the 
game ‘This is a banana skin 
game.’ They said ‘What’s that?’ 
They said ‘it’s called a trap in 
America.’”

Germany advanced in sec-
ond place behind the U.S. by 
routing Zambia 4-1 in Saint-
Etienne.

Lea Schueller scored two 
goals — the first in the 10th and 
the second just past the hour 
mark. Klara Buehl had given 
Germany a 2-0 lead in the 
47th — shooting low into the 
bottom corner from outside 
the box.

Barbra Banda struck her 
fourth goal of the tourna-
ment two minutes later to 
give Zambia hope of salvag-
ing something, but Schueller’s 
second extended Germany’s 
lead again. A brilliant volley 
by substitute Elisa Senss in the 
seventh minute of stoppage 
time completed the win.

*Undefeated Spain
Athenea del Castillo and 

Alexia Putellas both scored 
and Spain defeated Brazil 2-0 
in an Olympic group finale 
that was spoiled for the Brazil-
ians when captain Marta was 
sent off with red card late in 
the first half.

Marta, a six-time world play-
er of the year playing in her 
sixth Olympics, was sent off 
the field in tears after a tackle 
on Spain’s Olga Carmona in 
first-half stoppage time.

Arsenal flew straight home after Wednesday’s 
match and will play in a friendly tournament 
against Bayer Leverkusen and Lyon at Emirates 
Stadium.

*Elliott to have his breakthrough season?
Several of Harvey Elliott’s former England Un-

der-21 colleagues have broken through into the 
senior squad in the last year and, before kick-off, 
the Liverpool player admitted that it is on him to 
do the same.

The 21-year-old had a competent showing in an 
drab 1-0 friendly win against  Real Betis, but he 
excelled in an attacking midfield role against Ar-
senal.

If  Diogo Jota  had not missed a gilt-edged 
chance, Elliott would have claimed a hat-trick of 
excellent first-half assists, after a wonderful first-
time through ball for Salah’s goal and an instinc-
tive lobbed pass for Carvalho.

New manager Slot’s football and his vision for a 
number 10 role looks to be a perfect fit for Elliott, 
a versatile player looking to build some identity at 
the highest level.

If he can go from being Jurgen Klopp’s utility 
man to a regular in Slot’s new system, an England 
debut could follow.

When asked about Elliott, Slot said: “Two great 
assists, but what I believe is that the team created 
this for him as well - playing out from the back, 
getting him in the right positions or another num-
ber 10, and then it is up to him to bring the most 
out of those situations and he did that today with 
two assists.

Canada women’s soccer team reaches Olympics QF 
despite points deduction from drone-spying scandal

A DRONE spying scan-
dal  continues to weigh 
on Canadian soccer, af-
ter the women’s team 
lost a last-ditch appeal to 
the Court of Arbitration 
for Sport, hours before 
a must-win match at the 
Paris Games. The court’s 
decision marks the latest 
in a “profoundly disap-
pointing” week for the 
sport in Canada and an-
other setback for a team 
defending their Olympic 
title.

The scandal, which 
involved  using a drone 
to spy on rival New Zea-
land, has rocked the 
sport in Canada, exact-
ing steep costs on the 
team. Three staff mem-
bers, including the head 
coach, Bev Priestman, 
have been  barred from 
organized soccer  for a 
year. Canada Soccer has 
been ordered to pay a 
fine of $313,000. Fifa, the 
sport’s global governing 
body, also levied a six-
point deduction against 
the team.

On Wednesday, the 
panel of three judges at 
the CAS dismissed Can-
ada’s appeal of the point 
deduction. But Clare 
Rustad, who played for 
Canada in the 2008 
Beijing Olympics, says 
a last-minute reversal 
or change by the court 
would have been “dis-
ruptive” to all the teams 
in the tournament. 

“The principles of fair 
play were violated and 
an infraction took place. 
Cheating took place in 
an attempt to alter the 
results. And so a results-
based consequence was 
appropriate,” Rustad 
told the Guardian. “But 

the number of points a 
team has really affects 
the preparation and how 
they approach the final 
group phase matches.”

Canada’s Olympics 
committee and Canada 
Soccer had previously 
argued the decision – 
equivalent to a pair of 
wins – unfairly punishes 
the players.

“What’s been really 
hard for people to grap-
ple with is the team sanc-
tion – and it’s important 
to call it that. Because 
it’s not a sanction to the 
players, it’s a sanction 
against the team – and 
the team includes the 
coaching staff and ev-
erybody involved,” said 
Rustad.

“I’m happy Fifa acted 
swiftly and decisively. 
And I hope that in the 
future, they do that 
again. Because there 
are certainly other ar-
eas that within the foot-
ball world, like bigotry, 
that could do with such 
swift disciplinary action 
as well.” Ahead of the 
court’s decision, Priest-

man made her  first 
public comments on the 
scandal, saying she was 
“absolutely heartbro-
ken” for the players.

“I would like to apolo-
gize from the bottom of 
my heart for the impact 
this situation has had on 
all of them,” Priestman 
said in an email through 
her lawyers. The head 
coach had previously re-
moved herself from the 

opening match against 
New Zealand, but said 
she was unaware of the 
actions of her staff.

But emails submitted 
as evidence to the Fifa 
Appeal Committee sug-
gest Priestman sought 
guidance on how to deal 
with a staff member who 
refused to spy for “mor-
al” reasons, according to 
reporting by  the Globe 
and Mail.

“It’s something the 
analyst has always done 
and I know there is a 
whole operation on the 
men’s side with regards 
to it,” Priestman wrote in 
an email dated 20 March 
2024, framing the spying 
as a “scouting” issue.

“When she was asked 
if she knew about the 
spying, there’s no good 
answer for that ques-
tion. Either you knew 
and you were complicit 
or you didn’t know and 
you had lost control of 
your staff,” said Rustad. 
“I think more informa-
tion will just kind of con-
tinue to come out. But 
this whole thing has just 
been profoundly disap-
pointing.”

Earlier this week, 
Canada’s sports minis-
ter, Carla Qualtrough, 
also alluded to a “deeply 
concerning” pattern of 
behaviour at Canada 
Soccer,  including re-
ports  the men’s team 
used drones to spy on 
opponents in previous 
tournaments. “We must, 
and will, get to the bot-

tom of this,” Qualtrough 
said.

Sport Canada is 
also  withholding fund-
ing from Priestman and 
her two banned assis-
tants, Joseph Lombardi 
and Jasmine Mander.

Canada, looking to 
defend their 2020 gold 
medal, won their open-
ing game against New 
Zealand and notched a 
nail-biting victory over 
France. The team plays 
Colombia on Wednes-
day evening, a must-win 
match if they hope to 
move out of the group 
stage.

In the absence of a 
head coach, Rustad says 
the players have shown 
“incredible” on-field 
leadership.

“For those of us watch-
ing, there’s been this es-
calating sense of nausea 
as the tournament pro-
gressed,” she said. “The 
players are focused on 
getting the results they 
need. But for everyone 
involved, this week has 
really felt like a month.”

Manchester United’s new £52m defender 
Leny Yoro has been ruled out for three months 
and striker  Rasmus Hojlund  will miss six 
weeks with injuries they suffered in Saturday’s 
pre-season game with Arsenal.

Sources confirmed the news just over an 
hour before United’s 3-2 victory over La Liga 
side Real Betis in San Diego.

Both men were forced off in the first half of 
the 2-1 defeat at the SoFi Stadium in Los Ange-
les.

Yoro was filmed at United’s training base 
at the University of California, Los Angeles 
(UCLA), on Tuesday wearing a protective boot 
and using crutches.

That sparked fears of a major injury and those 
concerns have now been realised, with 18-year-
old Yoro set to be out until the end of October.

That would mean he misses nine Premier 
League games, including matches against  Liv-
erpool,  Tottenham  and  Aston Villa, and the 
start of United’s Europa League and Carabao 
Cup campaigns.

Yoro will have further tests when he returns 
to the UK to determine the precise extent of the 
problem, although he will stay with the United 
party for the remainder of their US trip, which 
concludes against Liverpool in Columbia, South 
Carolina, on Saturday.

Hojlund scored United’s opener at the week-
end but he succumbed to a hamstring problem 
and will be sidelined until after the September 
international break, meaning he will miss the 
Liverpool game at Old Trafford on 1 September.
